NEW BUSINESS

There was no New Business.
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Dennis Morley 
Mayor Morley discussed the upcoming Planning Commission Meeting where there would be discussion on 3 projects including Taft Research Blvd. He mentioned that residents were asking questions regarding their yard waste pick up now that the weather was nicer and it would begin 4/1. Mayor Morley had a call with the county health district which provided positive news that coronavirus case numbers were decreasing and more vaccines were on the way. March 24th pods would begin for vaccine distribution. There is talk about working on summer events such as the weekly market, car shows (September suicide awareness car show likely Sept. 5). Mr. Zuren is working on Family Nature Day June 27th. Mayor Morley intends to meet with the Captains franchise next week to discuss crowd limits, he anticipates 3000 people per game (on track with Indians percentage). May 11th is opening night (it is a council meeting night, Mayor Morley anticipates being late/possibly excused). 
Mr. Zuren asked Mayor Morley about Easter plans regarding the city. 

Mayor Morley tells him that the logistics were not there to order 10,000 eggs in time when they were anticipating poor weather and did not believe a drive-thru event would have been successful.

Mr. Overstreet asks about new streets for the developments and what they will be named?

Mayor Morley says his neighbor provided history on Washington and that this would be discussed at Planning Commission Meeting.

Mr. Overstreet suggested naming them Washington and Taft.

There were no further questions for Mayor Morley.
FIRE CHIEF- TED WHITTINGTON

Chief Whittington mentioned that the CDC recommends anyone who has been vaccinated does not need to have a mask on indoors during conversation. There was discussion on removing mandatory testing for the senior center because they are vaccinated. There will be three main pods: East End, Central, and West End pods that we be reoccurring until summer. There are currently eight (8) scheduled dates for vaccine pods. Based on how many vaccines come and the ongoing need to vaccinate throughout the year, that is subject to change. The first pod is March 24th at the community/senior center. He is unsure about which vaccine will be offered at this pod and unlikely to know until the Thursday beforehand. He is anticipating approximately 200-300 vaccines to be available. Governor Dewine continues to update the requirements for vaccine eligibility. County now has links to ArmorVax which is a site/app that allows you to schedule getting into a pod. Johnson & Johnson vaccine will be available in the next couple of days. The county’s goal is 3000-4000 vaccines per week. Right now they are doing about 1500-2000 vaccines per week, so looking to double. Chief Whittington is not promoting anything but wants to make note that by getting the vaccine the virus dynamic is constantly changing. In other department news, one of the lieutenants is set to retire in April. There is room in the budget for an increase in staffing and they are interviewing Friday for positions.
There were no questions for Chief Whittington.

CITY ENGINEER- TOM GWYDIR

Mr. Gwydir discusses an ongoing project that has approximately two (2) weeks left before restoration, paving, and grass (weather permitting).

There were no questions for Mr. Gwydir.
LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer
Mr. Klammer mentioned that Vybez had their citation hearing the morning of the meeting and that he will be monitoring the decision. Decision is usually made the same day but he does not anticipate city receiving notice. They are in the final stages of getting boats out on the water. Tree lawsuit was filed, likely motion for default and Mr. Klammer will keep everyone updated. Mr. Klammer will be out of town next week but reachable.
There were no questions for Mr. Klammer.
