The Regular Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Meyers at approximately 7:07 p.m.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Zuren discussed a fire that happened recently and how Asa Cox is working to find a rental for the family. They are also hoping to distribute 1600 backpacks to children this year. The Eastlake Senior Center and Willowpraise Church have food box distributions set up once again including the summer feeding program (22 distributions) from June -August 6. Mr. Zuren will provide additional details at a later time.
There were no questions for Mr. Zuren. 

Chief Whittington mentioned that Lt. Kirkner passed away suddenly on Easter and that he, and the rest of the fire department, greatly appreciate the support from the community and neighbors. They will be sending out thank you letters. No additional news.
There were no questions for Chief Whittington. 

Chief Reik said he appreciated the passing of the legislation regarding the purchase of a new car for the police department. 2ish weeks ago there was an accident on the freeway where two cruisers were damaged (one totaled and one with $10,000 worth of damage). No one was harmed but he had just commented on how it was the healthiest the fleet had ever been. Chief Reik mentions that soon the Vest Grant will be up (happens every 5 years) and that a new one will need to be submitted to Workman’s Compensation to purchase the latest technology vests for the officers in the department.
No questions for Chief Reik.

Service Director Rubertino stated that the city is only half-way through the salt pile and that the roads have held up fairly well over the winter. They have been working on some repairs including ones by the post office. 

No questions for Director Rubertino.
Finance Director Schindel mentioned that they are in the process of installing new software with the service department, building, and finance departments. It should be running an improved version of what the city currently uses. She notes that the auditors are currently doing an audit of the federal money the city has received.

There were no questions for Director Schindel.
