MINUTES

7:00 P.M.
The Regular Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Meyers at approximately 7:18 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
ATTENDEES
All members of Council in attendance.
Those attending from the Administration were Fire Chief Whittington, Service Director Rubertino, City Engineer Gwydir, Mayor Dennis Morley, and Law Director Klammer. All other members from the administration were absent or excused.

ROLL CALL: Mr. Gulley abstained from voting. Mr. Kasunic, Mr. Spotton, Mr. Evers, and Mr. Meyers all yeas. Minutes approved.
PRESIDENT'S REPORT
Meetings Scheduled
Mr. Meyers stated that the next Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, May 11, 2021 at 7:00 p.m. The Regular Council meeting will be convened immediately following the adjournment of the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting.  
MOTIONS
There was a motion to approve a liquor license transfer from a business formerly known as China Buffet Yu Inc to Y & Y Café at 33550 Vine St. Eastlake, OH 44095.

Mr. Zuren moved to approve the motion. Mr. Spotton second.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Zuren mentioned that ECDC had a meeting today at 5:30 p.m. before the council meeting. They discussed the free kids lunch program on May 1st sponsored by Revolution Pizza. They will be distributing 300 pizzas and 100 carnations to the first moms that show up. Volunteers are welcome, please meet at Willowpraise Church 10:30 a.m. There will also be a fundraiser for a family in Eastlake that lost their house in a fire on April 10th. 25% of all sales will go to the family from Revolution Pizza. There will also be a 6’ card for everyone to sign to show their support.

The All A’s Award program will go to the middle school the morning of May 18th to hand out awards. North high also sent a list of straight A students and they are waiting for a time to be able to present. They have also received confirmation from Willoughby middle and Willowick middle that they will be participating. There are 210 straight A students in Willougby-Eastlake district. Century 21 is gibing 100 students a free movie at Atlas movie theaters (middle schoolers). They have also received donations from Dollar Bank and CPs Cooler (free ice cream). 

Summer feeding program has been approved for June 7- August 30 every Monday and Friday for lunches. Approximately 150 meals will be given to local children. They were also approved for the backpack program to pass out 150 backpacks per week to give them lunches over the weekends. There will be over 7000 lunches distributed this summer for the local children.

The opening on the ECDC board had only one applicant, Logan Schreve, who just met with the mayor. He is active in the city coaching youth sports and works for the department of Development and Disabilities. Zuren appreciates the motion passing for him to fill in the open spot.

There were no questions for Mr. Zuren. 

Mayor Morley mentioned that CT Consultants and Tom Gwydir made Top 10 for the project funding grant for 7.3 million which would help with the basin purchased of Forest. There will be various events taking place around the city over the summer to celebrate the 70th birthday of the City of Eastlake. The kick off will be June 20th with a movie night. The city purchased a 20x20 projector to display the movie which costs about $450 for the licensing. Other events will take place during the summer such as a concert July 14, Christmas in July at the pool, Oktoberfest at the stadium (Hofbrauhaus truck and German band), and a 9/11 ceremony, as well as others. These events will be vaccine dependent most likely. Mayor Morley states that he is proud that the county is the 3rd highest vaccinated in the entire state of Ohio. 
There were no questions for Mayor Morley. 

Chief Whittington said that 4 of the 5 new hires started yesterday and the other is set to start on Monday. They are all progressing very well and they will likely have a formal swearing in on May 18th at the next council meeting. He will try to have results from the promotional exam by then as well. Chief Whittington extends his gratitude to the Mayor, Carol-Ann Schindel, the Police Chief, as well as Nick Rubertino (service director) for their help with the vaccine pod last week. 1000 people were able to get vaccinated and he believes that it really shows how well the community can come together. He also extends his thanks to the NCI students who helped out.
There were no questions for Chief Whittington.

Service Director Nick Rubertino did not have anything to add at this time.

There were no questions for Mr. Rubertino.

City Engineer Tom Gwydir said that the project on Stevens is going well. They are looking into getting permits right now for some emergency work that needs done. He said that the Mayor referred to the curbside bid earlier and the lowest bidder will be selected and then recommended to council. This will all take place under the direction of Law Director Klammer. He is hopeful that shovels will be in the ground in the next month but that might be delayed by permits for the tributary. 

Mr. Zuren asks Mr. Gwydir what the timeframe is on the Stevens project. Mr. Gwydir says that he believes about 4-6 weeks for each side dependent on weather. Once two layers of pavement are in they will switch to the other. He states that the crew is working hard and making good progress.

Mr. Kasunic asks about payment for the forced main. Who will be paying? Mr. Gwydir and Mayor Morley address that they will be applying for emergency grant money and that they may be reimbursed but that it needs done regardless so it will likely come out of the “rainy day fund” initially. Everyone emphasizes what a large issue this will turn into if the entire pipe goes.
Mr. Meyers asks if it is the same pipe that they have been discussing for the past couple years?

Mayor Morley says yes.

There were no additional questions for Mr. Gwydir.

Law Director Klammer said that the tree issue has been resolved and the judge signed an order. Nick (Rubertino) will send someone out to take the tree down. They will see what the final cost is but they believe it will be approximately $5900 so they are not able to do this normally as they do not have the equipment and it is very costly to get it done. The tree is scheduled to be taken down on May 12. 

There were no questions for Mr. Klammer.
