NEW BUSINESS

There was no New Business.
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley reported that the boat race will have boats around the City to promote the event. Eastlake does not own the pier, First Energy does. The City would love to get the pier back as well as 30 acres eventually, but as for now, viewing may be at Willoway Park. Working with Osborne Park for food trucks and bands there on Sunday of the boat race weekend. There is a parade in Downtown Willoughby on Saturday and the car show July 29th in Eastlake will have Risk Factor, a local band, playing. Senior Center is set to open beginning of August. Mayor Morley awarded Mr. Zuren with a key to the City and Mr. Meyers awarded him a plaque on behalf of council.

 Mr. Gulley asks about opening date for Miracle League. Mayor Morley says it is July 31, 2021.
Chief Whittington appreciates support on water main. He references the complaint of fireworks. Technically legal to buy but not light off. Stresses the police department, dispatch, fire, and surrounding municipalities, but unsure if there is anything else that can be done. He wishes Mr. Zuren good luck in her new endeavors.

Chief Reik says that Chief Whittington has summed up the 4th well. He says police do drive by the calls they get and are fortunate that by about 11:00/11:30 p.m. most things typically wrap up. He also congratulates Mr. Zuren.

Mr. Gwydir congratulates Mr. Zuren and thanks him for his help. He says the Mayor covered most of the projects. 

Ms. Schindel congratulates Mr. Zuren on new position and jokes that they will likely have more communication now. Reports that the finance department has new software and anticipates that building and service will follow suit in September after they work out some bugs. The audit was finished and she anticipates the results to be released within the next two weeks.

Law Director Randy Klammer congratulates Mr. Zuren also. Compliments Mr. Gwydir for the Admiral Drive project. It was a very important project and needed done with urgency, and he is impressed that the City got the grant money and everything lined up in time.
