He also reported that they are waiting for ECDC to have an organizational meeting and then will decide who will fill the vacant seat. 

Mr. Kasunic reported on the Port Authority. They did not meet in August. It was a successful year for the kayak launch (not quite as successful as last year due to the rain). There was an incident where a kayak was stolen so now they are requiring that people leave ID or a credit card. Port Authority is also considering measures to mitigate debris which could possibly require the ordinance committee to consider. 

Mayor Morley states that the stolen kayak used a ton of resources (coast guard, police, fire, etc) and the county even had drones out searching as initially they thought this was a case of 2 missing persons. 

Mr. Spotton mentions that he feels the kayakers should keep their IDs on them in case of a recovery mission and maybe leaving a credit card is a better option.

Mr. Meyers recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments; all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

He also spoke regarding the fireworks and said thtat he thought it was ridiculous for the 3rd and 4th. He said Cleveland had 300 complaints, and he is uncertain about how many Eastlake had, but he would like the community to remain peaceful and not like a war zone.

The Croation Lodge will be hosting a large soccer tournament as usual, minus Canada due to COVID. They are hoping Culver’s will be ready by January, roughly a 120 day build. The car wash has also started their build. Next meeting there will likely be an item concerning a lease of post office property for the Watershed. The 9/11 memorial will be happening as well as a Suicide Awareness Car Show in the upcoming weekends. Regarding his appointment for a council seat, he has chosen to wait until after the election results are certified as he feels this is the most fair approach with the election and early voting right around the corner.
 Mr. Meyers asks if City will continue to operate the ATM at the post office, Mayor Morley states yes.
Chief Whittington thanks council for allowing them to swear in firefighters August 24, 2021. No questions. 
Chief Reik states that they received their replaced and outfitted car from the March freeway incident. They are currently back up to a full fleet. He says it has been a busy summer, but nothing out of the ordinary. No questions. 
CBO Mr. Menn appreciates everyone filling in for him while he has been gone. He thanks council, administrators, and residents for helping him and his wife get through everything they have. No questions, but Mr. Meyers states on behalf of council that they are happy he is back. 

Mr. Gwydir states that applications for Waverly 2 and Galalina sewer have been sent in and he will keep everyone updated on the status of those. No questions. 
Ms. Schindel touches on the fact that finance is still converting their software over and she anticipates that it will be finished in December. They are all looking forward to that. No questions. 
Law Director Randy Klammer says they have been working on options for the Miracle League field repair. He also clarifies that Washington property will only need planning commission approval and for council to not expect to see it on their agenda. He says it is nice to have Dave back. No questions
