The Regular Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Meyers at approximately 7:03 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
ATTENDEES
All members of Council in attendance.
Those attending from the Administration were Fire Chief Whittington, Mayor Dennis Morley, and Law Director Klammer. 
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Regular Council Meeting Agenda – September 28, 2021.
MOTION:  Mr. Spotton moved to approve the Agenda for September 28, 2021.  Mr. Overstreet second.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

MOTIONS
COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Kasunic reported on behalf of the Port Authority that they are looking for a new secretary and that interested parties should reach out to a member of the Port Authority for more information and that the job will be put out for bid. They authorized $500 for an artist to draw up a conceptual design to show what can be done by the lake to hopefully draw interested investors. As of last month, the kayak delivery took in $72,000. There were a few outstanding tickets for people who did not sticker their boats.
Mr. Meyers asks what percentage of rentals are provided to the Port Authority?

Mr. Kasunic says 15% right now but there will be discussions on that in the future for a potential increase.

Mayor Morley says that the current lease with the Port Authority is void because Willoughby is no longer involved so the lease is invalid but Eastlake has been having no issues. They would like the kayak employees to cut the grass at the facility next year but that will be a discussion for a later time.

Mr. Overstreet asks what happens to people who don’t pay the sticker fees?

Mr. Kasunic says the Harbor Master issues tickets similar to a parking ticket and that Attorney Paul Miller prosecutes these cases every year but usually a letter is just sent out and then the fine is paid and that resolves the matter.
There were no other committee reports.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Morley congratulates Mr. Overstreet and Mr. Gulley on their Proclamations for their service to the City of Eastlake. Projects around the City continue to be underway. Understands the frustration from Residents in the Harbor and is trying to work on moving that along while the weather is still cooperating. East Island should be wrapping up tomorrow to start paving. The largest problem with some of the projects right now is that fire hydrants are currently backordered until December due to a supply issue which Mayor Morley has confirmed with the Lake County Utilities department. Mayor Morley appointed Kara Hardy to Civil Service since Ms. Schmidt had to come off. He also wishes to state, once again, that the City does NOT own the property of the Pier. He says one person running for Council is making claims, but the City does not own the property so there is currently nothing that can be done over there.
Chief Whittington congratulates Mr. Gulley and Mr. Overstreet.

Mr. Klammer congratulates Mr. Gulley, Mr. Overstreet, and Mr. Zuren on their accomplishments. He says that the lawsuit has been accepted by the insurance company. He visited the Galalina project and thanks the residents for their patience as he and the Mayor are trying to get things moving as quickly as possible.
