NEW BUSINESS

There was no New Business.
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Morley has been talking to Culver’s and Dave (Menn). Culver’s land should transfer shortly to them, CT has a couple of things to look at. They are looking for employees for their demo permit, should be a 120 day build. Everyone is looking forward to it. Thank you again to the residents of the Harbor for your patience. United Survey is onsite tomorrow to do  the grading of the remaining roads. Should be able to pave on Monday. Have been meeting with them to ensure that the paving is done before winter when the weather will not cooperate. Met with Frontier Group a few days ago and everything has been approved so they should start on Washington tomorrow. Chagrin Valley Paving should start on the 18th and hoping to be done around Halloween. There were no questions.
Chief Whittington says he was just speaking with the Mayor regarding supply chain and staffing issues that have been trickling down. Hospital emergency rooms are having trouble staffing so some of the fire department times have been increasing. This is not because it is taking them longer to get to the patient, it is because once they are at the hospital, it is taking longer to get them in the emergency room.

Mr. Gulley asks if it is an issue with bed availability?

Chief Whittington says it is mostly staffing. He said some emergency rooms are only able to staff 2 nurses when it used to be 6. The department is trying to do some things to help this situation, but when they are with a patient (sometimes hours), that puts that particular person out of use to the rest of the department and this is not a sustainable thing. They are also anticipating supply chain issues with medical supplies. No further questions.

Chief Reik reports that Trunk or Treat is the 24th of October. From 5-6 they will go without lights and sirens and then from 6-8 lights and sirens on like last year. They are trying to arrange the set up to make it as fluid as possible. They didn’t realize the issues with the set up last year until they were already there and underway. He says quite a few departments have responded and it looks like it will be a good turnout. No questions.
Carol Ann Schindel had nothing to report on behalf of the Finance Department.

Mr. Klammer says that the civil suit that was filed has settled with the police department and insurance. He has been covering for the City Prosecutor who had surgery and he mentions how grateful we are to have her after seeing the immense amount of work she does. There were no questions.
