ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley congratulates Mike on his appointment to council. He spoke with the owner of Culvers today and said that usually it’s a 120 day build, but due to the way things are going with materials it will actually be 180 days. Supposed to start on the 22nd, but he did not see anyone up there. He will update as he can and will send out the schedule that they sent him for the project. He believes it will be busier than the Macedonia location. He is also hoping that Culvers will bring someone into the old BP location. If no one comes in there, they want to put some pressure on to have the building torn down so that there is not an eye sore there. He reports that Washington development is going strong and hoping to have some things handled over there by February. The yard waste has been extended through December 17 with regular garbage pick up. He met the person who is taking care of the Vineyards since it has sold once again. He is hoping that this group wants to invest in the plaza to get restaurants and other businesses there. Owner says that is at the top of his list. The city is hosting an evening with Santa on Sunday from 6-9 which will include a few surprises. It will start in the fire department and then the lights in the back will go on. He wishes everyone a happy and safe Thanksgiving.
Mr. Semick asks if there will still be autocross events held in the parking lot behind Culvers. The Mayor responds that he does not know if they will host them after paving. The paving project will cost roughly $180,000 and is hoping to be done in April. They do not want to immediately tear it up. They might just host the car shows there and not take the chance this first year but he will talk to Nick, Tom, and Kevin to see what is best for that.

No additional questions.

Chief Reik says that he will continue to get more information regarding the Garfield Heights business so that we have all the information to make a decision on the liquor license transfer request. Welcomes Kevin and Mike to their new positions. No questions.

Service Director Kostelnik says thank you for the opportunity to be acting director. No questions.

Mr. Gwydir congratulates Kevin and Mike on their positions and wishes everyone a happy Thanksgiving.

Mr. Klammer congratulates Kevin and Mike. Thanks council for the appointment of the temporary prosecutor for the case- he thinks it is the right thing to do. He says there has been recent conversation about a property sale from the City on Brook Drive. The City owns the property but does not need/want it.
