PRESIDENT'S REPORT

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Semick reports on the Port Authority meeting that happened on February 17th. He said the same amount has been budgeted for 2022 and a lease agreement was discussed. The Chagrin Watershed went over their program at the meeting and he will share the link for this with everyone when it comes through. The river cost roughly $90,000 to dredge and approximately $36,000 of that came from kayak rentals. 
Mayor Morley speaks to say that they are meeting soon to discuss what the Port Authority and Salmon Club want. The City will likely take over the building since they own it and they are hoping that will relieve some of the problems between the two groups. One of the issues, the garbage pick up, has already been resolved with Republic Services. 

Ms. Schmidt reports on the ECDC meeting that occurred. They are updating the directory listings of the restaurant guide and the Eastlake clubs that are available. They are looking for QR codes and more graphics to make them look more professional. ECDC members will be assisting with the May 7th community clean up working with Judy Moran to contact local groups for assistance. They are trying to make it more of a campaign. They would like to take what Wickliffe is doing (yard of the year) and begin awarding this to one house in each ward. One business would also be eligible to win this award in the City. They are hopeful that this will encourage people to keep their yards clean but also be out and about in the community. They are also restructuring the Good Neighbors Awards. There will be one for community impact and another kids award. They want to make them more impactful by not awarding as many. They would also like to do 50 year+ residents and recognition for 100th birthdays for residents. They would also like to bring back the Litterbug which is an award for kids that are caught cleaning.

Mr. Kasunick reports that the Finance Committee met on February 15th and they reviewed the budget more.

NEW BUSINESS

There was no New Business.
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Morley apologizes for the location of the meeting, but states that the Council Chambers are still in the process of being painted and getting brighter and more energy efficient lighting. He attended a pre-construction meeting for the East Island improvements. The original end date was last year, but with the shortage of materials they have been unable to complete so far. The first house in the Washington development will be starting this week, weather dependent on the footers. He said the news media has been reporting on pot holes and thus, the City has been getting quite a few calls about them. He wanted to take this opportunity to say that the City is not responsible for damage, though you are able to make a police report for your insurance. Once they are informed about a pot hole, they are obligated to fix it, but not pay for vehicle repairs. The first meeting for the TLCI on the Vine Street Corridor with Laketran, Willoughby, Willowick, and Eastlake occurred today. There is a meeting for the residents on March 9 from 6:30-8:30 p.m. at the Willoughby Senior Center. They would love some resident input at this meeting. The Easter Egg Hunt will be at the Captains Stadium on April 9. The Women’s Club has been helping stuff eggs and they will do 10,000 total. The Captains opening day is scheduled for April 12, 2022.
There were no questions.

Finance Director Schindel reports that the State of Ohio has a grant for local government services they will be applying for. The people are helping organize the numbers for December 31st to make sure that they are correctly formatted for the state.

There were no questions.

Law Director Klammer says that the ECDC change is not up to him, but that he thinks everyone should vote on it so he is able to write it up.

Council President Meyers says that is how it was originally discussed in Ordinance.

Mr. Kasunick suggests that it should be separately drawn up as two Ordinances.

Mr. Spotton says it already passed in Ordinance this way.

Mr. Meyers says that you are able to vote no if you disagree with the Ordinance change.

Mayor Morley suggests that it be written up as the same Ordinance, not separate. Others were in agreement.

There was no additional commentary.
