COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Ms. Schmidt reports back on the ECDC meeting that took place earlier today. They redesigned the Good Neighbor awards. Should be done next month. Will honor residents that have been here for 50 years and also turning 100 years old. Yard of the Year Awards are in the works but they do not have all the pricing yet. They would like a budget for the signs but should be finalized next month.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Mr. Meyers recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments; all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.
Mr. Scott Lauffer, an Eastlake resident, spoke regarding an issue he has had for the past 7 months with the Community Cats Program (one particular member). He says that they have made many attempts to sort it out. He has proof of said resident feeding racoons in the middle of the day, using Styrofoam plates that are littering and leaving them out, and one neighbor’s dog was injured. He has spoken with police regarding this issue, but it has not yielded any results. She has supposedly moved the location, but he feels that the behavior is the actual problem. He states that there are also no litter boxes available. He wishes to find a better solution for everyone. He does not want the program shut down, but rather wants it to be run with the rules as it was established. He gives Mayor Morley the flashdrive with all of the evidence on it and offers to send him additional things that he has on his phone. 

Chief Reik asks if this is the resident he has spoken with already and that he will go and speak to the involved parties tomorrow.

Mr. Lauffer says that he is willing to use his tech expertise and higher education background to help come up with a solution. Possibly collars to track the cats and teaming up with a high school robotics team. Maybe geo fence locations, record keepings, etc. Maybe something to release the food on a timed schedule.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley thanks Council for passing the budget so they can continue to operate for the year. Update on the Harbor- they will start moving the equipment back on site. Will be adjusting the castings from last year. Will landscape after everything is done. Looking forward to closing the books on this 3 year job down there. Have had some emails about Vine Street next year with the water line that the county is going to replace. 357 is scheduled to designed to redo the water line in 2023. Have been running behind due to supply and labor shortages. Once it is close to bid he will let everyone know. 2022 Road Program had a meeting today. Asphalt repairs on the streets will take roughly 2 days. Should be getting done in mid-late April. Concrete repairs and adjustments will take 15 days. Tentative with weather. He thanks everyone who showed up for the Eagle Scouts ceremony. It was a breath of fresh air to go to a function like that and see how well the children and families get along. Should have something about yard waste soon, but it will be starting next week. New carts will start being delivered on April 4th. They will put something on the City’s social media. Republic has a flyer that will go out with schedule and phone numbers to call. Stadium lights are gone and should be ready for opening day (April 12th). Should have answers for that by this Thursday or next Thursday on funding from the County. Met with Car Wash owner. Trees are on order should be in April 4th due to backorder. Asks residents to let them know if something does not work out with the methods they are trying. 

No questions for the Mayor. 

Fire Chief Whittington jokes that he used up all his speaking time during his swearing in for the promotions. He thanks Council again for their time.

No questions. President Meyers says they are always welcome.

Police Chief Reik says they have a lateral transfer that they are pursuing. They have an officer on deployment with US Navy so they are a little short. Maybe some additional hiring through the year. Congratulates the firemen promotions.

Ms. Krajnyak asks where the lateral promotion was from.

Chief Reik says Cleveland.

There were no additional questions.

City Engineer Gwydir says there is just one project running in City and Mayor covered most of everything.

There were no questions for Mr. Gwydir

Finance Director Schindel thanks Council for passing the budget. She says that the road project is being paid for by Gas Tax. Should the Gas Tax decline in some manner, it will seriously impact our road program. She wants everyone to be aware of that because if something happens mid project, she will be asking for some way to fund it. When the budget was prepared it was for 2x the amount of gas, but she may be asking for additional money depending on the state of gas prices.

President Meyers thanks her for her hard work on the budget.

Law Director Klammer points out that ECDC was not a huge piece of legislation but it requires ¾ to waive 3 readings (6 votes). It requires 5 votes to pass as an emergency.
