Have asked for some quotes on pricing and will schedule another finance committee meeting.

Will still have city engineer doing it, but not have a council person doing it and will instead be with WPCC. Also limiting storage containers in retail areas. Will require a special CUP for special projects or during certain times but will not be able to remain indefinitely.

Mayor Dennis Morley thanks Council for passing everything on the agenda this evening. He is happy we have room in our budget this year to do these things. He again thanks the Commissioners for the stadium lighting and the $3.6 Million awarded today. Judy has met with multiple businesses this week and could potentially have new businesses coming in and purchasing buildings. RFQ went out for stadium and Gallalina. He has 6 groups that he has sent it out to already. Washington opened last week. From Thursday-Sunday they already sold 9 lots. Will start work on Taft in the next couple weeks with a hopeful completion date of July 5, 2022. May 1st is the first market at the Senior Center. May 7th is the Community Clean up. 

Mr Overstreet asks if the established cut through from the School will be maintained. 
They do not believe so.

Chief Whittington says they are starting their nice weather training. Will be out in Lake and Rivers doing training also. They sent a couple members to Indiana for additional training last year and those two will be able to pass that along this year. They will be going back to the schools with the safety trailer and doing tours of the fire department again. They are very excited to have some normalcy back with the community.

 Chief Reik says you will not see any police officers on jet skis. They appreciate the money for the recording system and the prisoner money. They have hired two new employees over the past month to replace people they have lost recently. Wants to pass on kudos to the Mayor for all the work he has done. He pushes hard to bring things to the City. Chief Reik appreciates this as a resident and a director.

CBO Dave Menn says they get a lot of complaints and they try to deal with them as fast as they can.

Service Director Kostelnick thanks the Mayor and the Commissioners for their help- it is greatly appreciated. Thank you for the legislation that has passed- will help them moving forward with projects they have been working on for a while now. They have been mowing grass and will be paving soon. He was able to contact Bob from Eastlake Real Estate Ventures which is the property behind Jacksy. He will be coming out within the next couple weeks to go over some ideas.
