The Regular Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Meyers at approximately 7:03 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Semick reports on the Port Authority meeting that took place. Chris Woodin, Willoughby City Council liason resigned for personal reasons. Port still waiting on Mayor for lease agreement. River dropped about 1 foot and will stick river soon, dredging may possibly be more expensive than they budgeted. Talked briefly about boat races. More racers will be coming up from Florida. Huffman agreed to let them keep their equipment at his place. Credit Card processing fees for rentals will be on the purchaser. Company says their insurance increased 15% and would like a multi-year contract but Port does not know if that is possible. There will be no fishing signs put up in a specific location and a no launching sign at Borac’s so people do not launch their kayaks there. 

Ms. Schmidt asks if Borac’s is a public park that’s owned by the City why can’t they launch there? 

Mayor Morley says he will speak with Randy regarding this. They have been discussing this and one other location where people have been in the mud by the water that is not safe. 

Ms. Krajnyak says that she agrees with Ms. Schmidt. 

Chief Whittington says that it may be an integrity issue with the ramp because they do not use it anymore. There is a stability issue with that part of the river. 

Ms. Krajnyak asks if Port is doing it because it takes away from their business.

Mr. Semick feels that it could be a little bit of both. 

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Mr. Meyers recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments; all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.
Mr. Velizar Kazandjav, an Eastlake Resident, comes to speak regarding a water issue that is currently coming and flooding them out. The school board needs to clean their ditches out. He is also upset about snow plowing because he feels that they are always at the end of the list and 3 times they were skipped for 24 hours. He feels that there is no reason for this to go on and the service department workers only plowed the streets because he saw one at the store and mentioned the issue. “The last 3 years have been hell.” Major water issues turning their yards into lakes.
Mayor Morley and Service Director Kostelnik ask him to speak with them following the meeting.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Morley offers his condolences to President Meyers on the loss of his father. There was a test run on the asphalt plants, but they are not open yet. Safety Town will start June 6-10. People can email to sign up, children ages 4-6. First time since COVID. Need to put flyers out for some of the events that are coming up. Easter Brunch Saturday at 11, if there is snow/rain like called for, it may not happen on the field. The new garbage can from Republic has caused quite an issue with the residents. Wickliffe has 3 cans and seems to be okay. What he has been telling people who call is that when there is a decision made between City Council and the Mayor it must be looked at as a city-wide benefit. Eastlake is not the only city in Lake County that has seniors. We are the last City to get the second can. He hopes that this will help keep some of the trash off the roads and cans will no longer be blowing around. He will be collecting comments and complaints and taking them to Republic. Garbage will be every week, recycling will be every other. The new house that was built, the model is already pending for over $300,000. On the 26th there will be an acceptance legislation for a bid regarding the roof.

Resident says that he feels they are getting ripped off because other cities get their waste and recycling picked up every week with their trash.
No additional questions/comments.

Mr. Semick says library does not have safety town flyers for people to sign up yet. 

Mayor Morley says he will look into that but believes it is because the sign up has not opened yet.

Chief Whittington offers his condolences to President Meyers. There was an incident today with a business who had an employee get killed on the job. If you hear anything or get questions the Fire Department will try to fill some of the blanks in.

Ms. Krajnyak asks if she can meet with Chief Whittington after the meeting.

There were no additional questions. 

CBO Dave Menn wishes Mr. Meyers and his family the best. Planning is on Thursday, BZA tomorrow. As mayor said, they have started building two more model homes. One is a ranch and one is a two-story home. Both will hopefully be completed in a month or so. He says that Ryan Homes is the builder for these homes after that question is asked from a resident in the audience.
There were no additional questions.
Mr. Kostelnik reports that they are still waiting for asphalt plants to open. He is anticipating a very busy spring with lots of repairs and sewer flushing. They are currently in a transitional phase.

Mr. Gwydir offers his condolences also. They got a call in from the county for pre-applications that are due on the 29th that is for grants, roads, and funding for roads and sewers and the lake for next year.
There were no questions for Mr. Gwydir.
Mr. Klammer offers his condolences to President Meyers as well. He says he has been helping Carol Ann to ensure they are doing the bidding correctly. He will have a lease with the Miracle League available soon. The Davis liquor license is still an issue and he has been working on it.
There were no questions for Mr. Klammer.
