Mr. Meyers recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments; all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.
David Dorsey, an Eastlake resident, comes up to speak. He has a concern about the increase of “slum lords” who purchase houses and rent them to people who do not take care of the property. The neighbors are concerned but afraid to speak up because there has been retaliation from the people they complained about (police calls that needed investigated, etc). He is hoping that the City will enact some restrictions for people that do rentals that require them to maintain the property so they do not need to go through this problem. Building department had to go out and clean up piles of debris. Eastlake has a pretty high senior population. Generally the kids sell these houses after the seniors pass away. That’s where people come in to purchase the property and then turn around and rent it. He is worried that this will be spreading throughout the City. He feels that there is probably something that the City can do to help him that will help to keep the City cleaner. 

Linda Notaro, an Eastlake resident, comes to speak up for the same topic. She has lived in her home for 49 years. She loves her home and has no ideas of leaving. She has raised her family here. She does not feel that she should tolerate the “filth” that is on the other side of Mr. Dorsey’s property. She says that the City has come out two times to clean up the property and they have done an okay job, but 2-3 months later they are faced with the same thing again. The landlord of this home has not been to visit for 7-10 years. She feels that all he cares about is the check that comes in the mail. She feels that there should be rules that a landlord has to take care of their property.

LEGISLATION PENDING
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley welcomes everyone to the meeting. He appreciates the residents for coming to speak. He feels that they have been trying to create stricter regulations on this. The trouble is that since it goes to court, it just drags on. 

A resident asks if they can just fine them?

Mayor Morley says no, they must go by the ordinance.

He also says that he and Carol Ann will meet with the County to attempt to set up something with them where the $4.3 million comes in right after they have to pay it. Vine Street Corridor meeting will take place. New development has 12 houses sold so far. Continue working on Taft. Flags will go up May 21st 9 am. Memorial Day services will be May 30th at 11 am. He thanks the service department for all the asphalt work they have done so far and will continue to do throughout the summer. Will continue to work on the roads.

A resident asks after they finish the houses that are being built, will the City fix the roads? There is a group that will monitor this and there are requirements that they have to meet.

Ms. Schmidt asks if this Vine Street meeting will be the same (on behalf of a resident).

Mayor Morley says no, they continue to build on each other.

No additional questions.

Chief Whittington says thank you for allowing him to do the swearing it. They have been training on the Lake.

Chief Reik says as far as the complaints, he wants residents to feel comfortable calling the police department or sending an email. They do not tell someone who called in the complaint. They are able to work with the building department to help these things the best as possible. As far as a new law for rentals or people owning, he isn’t sure there is a formula to solve this that the City doesn’t already have?

CBO Dave Menn says that the residents that are here are absolutely right. They have tried going after the owner. He is out of town and does not care. It has gone to court in the past. He empathizes with them and feels bad for what they have to put up with. They will look into it again and try to get some improvement. They have worked with the police department in the past and will continue to do so, but he knows that may not make them feel any better. 

The residents say they understand the dilemma. Their property values are going down because of this. The street is covered in mud because they dug out a rut next to their driveway. 

Mr. Menn says do not entertain them because they do not want it to escalate. 

The resident says that his wife has taken a lot of abusive language from these neighbors and have been flipping her off. They’ve spoken with the Chief of Police before and have kept their cool. 

Chief Reik says that most people carry a smart phone or recording device. He prefers to mediate and stop things before they happen, but if they get a recording of evidence then maybe they can take it to the prosecutor for disorderly conduct. 

The resident says his concern is that any action taken at this point is going to be blamed on him. He has a job that takes him out of town some times and he is concerned because his wife is left at home alone. 

No additional questions.

Service Director Kostelnik thanks Council for approving the items for the Service Department. They completed the senior center parking lot and it finished today and will be striped by the end of the week. 

A resident asks what he is happy about that they are not reporting.

Mr. Kostelnik says that the school board contracted someone to deal with the ditch by this resident’s house.

Mr. Gwydir says that the road program will be completed by the end of the month and from the engineering side, there will be no construction for the summer.

No questions.

Finance Director Carol Ann Schindel reports that the parking lot by the Captains has been paved. Again, this was a grant from the County. The City Hall roof will be getting worked on soon. A large portion of that will be covered by insurance.

Law Director Randy Klammer says that he will get with Dave and check in with the Prosecutor’s Office regarding that property.
