The Regular Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Meyers at approximately 7:13 p.m.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Mr. Meyers recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments; all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.
Joy Klein, an Eastlake resident, says she is unsure if it is the correct place to come to. There is a gentleman who owns a property next to her but he has not been there in the past couple years. There is standing water that has no where to drain. The front of the house does not get mowed. They have been cutting the grass. She does not wish to get this man in trouble, but no one is residing there and there is a smell coming from the property since no one is pumping the water. The City went out and he can be written many citations, but she does not feel that court will be helpful. She is asking the City for suggestions. Her granddaughter is coming over and the smell is unbearable. Ms. Klein called to report the car with expired plates and instead of a solution, they pushed the car into a garage. 

Dave Menn says they are trying to get the person who lives there now (through block grant from county). County is still trying to work with them to get the problem with the water under the house solved. They did a report and sent it to county but haven’t heard back. It is a lot of work, and has been sent out for bids he believes. They are trying to do what they can to get them help. He will check with the County and see where they are at with the situation. 

Ms. Klein says there is no foundation under the house and the man who was living there now resides in Willoughby. Her husband got the paperwork for the grants for them, but they were not interested. They offered to purchase the house and bulldoze it to have a nice area. 

Law Director Klammer says that sometimes the problem is that there is no easy fix because they are expensive. They see this a lot with elderly. He says there is not much the resident can do he feels, but maybe they can help them find available funds.

Dave says that they did apply and did get approved but he will check and see if there is any movement.

President Meyers says she should follow up with the Mayor when he is back. 

Dave says Judy Moran was also working with the program with them so she may know something more.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Chief Whittington says that the departments are busy with the summer season. He asks that people slow down for kids and pedestrians on the street now with the nicer weather. Please take your time and no speeding.

Chief Reik says he concurs with the Fire Chief to please be more observant during the summer. Things are starting to pick up for police and fire. They will have a couple events planned for the city.

Mr. Kasunick asks about the possible human trafficking situation with a woman.

Chief Reik says that human trafficking is happening all over the country, but they do not feel that that was the case with everything that came about with this case. They want to err on the side of caution. Her family had been in touch with her hours before. They did not help at all with police ensuring she was safe. Once they finally did that, concerns were remedied. She was not in danger, but again as reports come in they have to begin their response that way and then the media picked up on it and the worst thing they can say is no comment and let them run with their own stories.

President Meyers says that Council had the opportunity to have dinner at the fire station and tour both facilities and he thanks them for hosting them.

CBO Dave Menn got a tip on Saturday that there was a hot dog stand on Lakeshore. She was very polite. She came in yesterday and registered with the building department so she is now good to go. The other thing on the Block Grant, he will touch on for newer ones. They started the Block Grant program last year and people had to qualify. Their part was to go out and look at their homes to ensure that what they were asking for would qualify. Then the City wrote up a report and then the county took over. They are probably a year behind getting contractors. Finding people that will do the work for the money. There is a lot involved. He will follow up with the county on the case presented to Council earlier. The other thing, he has noticed that people are finding contractors different ways. The building department does their best, they obviously do not see all of the work out there, but if you talk to anyone, the contractors should register and get a permit from the city. People are getting work done and calling to yell at them because they didn’t know anything about it. They are doing the best they can, but they do not see everything.

Service Director Kostelnik says that they also are getting into their busy part of the year much like the other departments. Part time summer help has started. There are four of them on board and they are trying to get caught up with grass cutting which has been nearly impossible with the weather. They are also working on the patching of the roads. They had a few flooding events and issues that have been resolved and some that they are still working with. Monday the 30th there is a Memorial Day event at the gazebo at 11:00 am. They are getting prepared for that event also.

Mr. Gwydir says that the paving on Gallalina was finished last week and they are moving onto landscaping. St. Lawrence should be finished late June.

Finance Director Schindel says that their financial statements need to be filed tomorrow and then copies will be forwarded to council. They are different than the ones that you would normally see because they are done by courts to a government standard which includes various forms of capital.
