COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Spotton reported on the Ordinance meeting that took place earlier. The Committee moved to continue for fireworks to be illegal in Eastlake. They also addressed golf carts and low speed vehicles, but felt that no action was needed at the moment.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Mary Garty, an Eastlake resident speaks that she has already spoken with the Service Director regarding the situation with the new trash bins. She believes that it will be taken care of. Mayor Morley says he will give her a call in the morning to see why it was not picked up.

Brittany Williams, an Eastlake resident, speaks. She is the City of Eastlake letter carrier. She has been doing this for 5 years. She was attacked by two pitbulls on May 26th and she wants to know if there is a vicious dog ordinance for the City. She believes it needs to be better and revised. She has children to take care of and she is the 6th or 7th person to be bit by these animals. She does not understand why these dogs are still alive and why this woman is still allowed to have animals. She claims that Mr. Meyers said and did nothing when he saw her crying with blood running down her leg. She feels that someone else will be next. She said the dogs that remain need to be put down.

Mayor Morley says that per last discussion with the dog warden the dogs will be euthanized June 30th.

Lori Amatollo, a Perry resident, another letter carrier. Currently works in Willoughby but worked in Eastlake and Willowick for 16 years. She grew up in this area. She has provided articles regarding dog bites and what they have to face daily. Cleveland leads the country in dog bites. She does not know what the ordinance is for vicious dogs in Eastlake. She does know that in one City the owner must surrender dog for tests for diseases at cost to owner. If the owner would like to get the dogs back they must get a $500 insurance policy or the dog will be euthanized. They do not have to deliver mail if they are uncomfortable but do understand that that is a tough subject because people want their mail. This is the number one hazard that they have doing their jobs. They do not wish to upset anyone, but they need to be able to do their jobs and lead their lives safely. 

Mike Ramacatti, a Willowick resident and also a letter carrier. They came here to educate regarding the dangers of this job- dog bites being way up there. Not many people know, the National Association of Letter Carriers in Washington DC has a wall with names on it regarding in line of duty deaths. He reads some headlines regarding mail carrier injuries within the recent weeks. 

Samicka Butler, manager at Willowick post office. She commends her workers each and every day for everything they do out in the street. They were here the same time last year for Waverly Road incidents. Her carriers safety is non-negotiable. Someone is approaching the address and dogs are trained to attack, they don’t know any better. She reports that Brittany tried to come to work and as soon as she hit that building they had to send her away to recover. She understands that people are dog lovers, but her carrier safety is not negotiable. The trauma and things that happen lasts for a lifetime. She wants to be here in support of all carriers, especially hers. She stands behind them 100% in cutting off mail to these residents.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley thanks his safety forces the past couple days. Yesterday Route 2 was shut down for 4 hours. They believe at least one lane should have been open. The accident took place in Willowick, but the chiefs and himself were on 91 directing traffic. Miracle League opening is June 19th. Almost 180 athletes this year. Senior Center pavilion will be done this week. Fireworks at the Stadium with both Willowick and Wickliffe for 4th of July. Working out logistics with that. Thursday is the car cruise. The band, the Pop Tarts, will be in the gazebo. 

Mr. Spotton asks if there will be a ceremony for Miracle League.

Mayor Morley says yes around 11:00 but it will be short. First game will be at 9 a.m.

Fire Chief Ted Whittington thanks council again for the ability to swear in his men at the meeting. It has been an interesting week and a half. They had a water rescue, a boat sunk. They were able to assist the Coast Guard to be able to recover two people in the water. Eastlake First responders had a 40 minute extraction from a roll over vehicle yesterday. They also had to help clean up spilled oil. They have been talking to the county about how to improve communication gaps. They wouldn’t have been able to deal with the traffic, but they wouldn’t have had the anticipation of waiting for the road to reopen. People get very angry and are driving erratically and yelling at them. Today they had a rescue of a landscaper who fell over a cliff. He appreciates that Council has always supported training for the fire department so that they are equipped for a rescue like that. In all three of those rescues, they believe those involved will do well. 

Ms. Krajnyak asks how the landscaper is doing.

Chief Whittington has not gotten feedback yet, but he was awake and responsive when they were on scene.

Police Chief Larry Reik jokes that the past week has actually been a long month. They had a wrong way driver Friday night/Saturday morning. Driver and another were taken to the hospital. They do not know the full extent, but anytime there is not an instant fatality it’s a good thing. Driver was OVI so they are pursing that case. One of the neighbor complaints turned into a drug bust yesterday. There were many things that were being trafficked out of that house. If you have concerns, bring them to the police department and they will try to help. When there is a dog bite, it is the owner’s responsibility to quarantine the dog. They forward reports to the Lake County Health District. He feels that careless people are the root cause of these issues. He has been bit himself a few times and feels for the mail carriers. Police will monitor and keep them updated on the situation. They will examine why the crash part took so long.

Ms. Kranjyak thanks Chief Reik for allowing her to do the ride along, it was very insightful.

CBO Dave Menn reports on the situation on Woodstock. He spoke with the daughter of the owner regarding the water underneath the house and they are looking at means of getting that taken care of. They are also aware of the neighbor wanting to buy the property, but they do not seem to want to go that route. The building department gets a lot of complaints regarding rats this time of year. The health department no longer deals with this issue besides providing information on how to clean up their property. Culver’s is open and he is sure they will do very well.

Mayor Morley adds that the City has spent $40,000 since last fall on bait and everything else. They hired someone to put the bait down and also educating residents on what they need to do to help stop the issue. The bait has worked everywhere they have used it so far. 

Ms. Krajnyak asks if the Woodstock house has back taxes or anything?

Mr. Menn says no as far as he knows they are current and he is hopeful that the gentleman will be moving back in shortly. He has some health issues right now so he is living with his daughter in Willoughby. They are aware of the situation.

Service Director Kevin Kostelnik says CEI has come out to cut a couple of their properties, it is not owned by the City. Grass cutting crew has been doing an outstanding job this year. Two catch basin crews have been working. Patchwork is currently complete (for now).
