COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Semick reports on the Port Authority meeting. Dredging of the river was completed at a cost of $76,000 which was roughly $2000 under budget. Kayak rentals have brought in roughly $1100 so far. 

Ms. Krajnyak asks what the $1100 is? 

Mr. Semick says that is what they have taken in total so far.

Mr. Meyers asks if the number is a bit low?

Mr. Semick says he believes last year it was $880 at this point in the year.

Ms. Krajnyak asks if that is the whole amount and not the percentage that the Port Authority gets.

Mayor Morley asks if they can get a copy of the breakdown of the $76,000.

Ms. Schmidt reports on ECDC. They discussed Yard of the Year and Bright Spot. Awards to look for 5 houses. If anyone has input or a house that could be nominated please let them know. They are asking for a budget for the 5 signs to award- one per house per ward and then one business.

Ms. Schmidt also reports that Randi has been a part of the Committee and she would like to be in an Eastlake resident spot. Ms. Schmidt provided everyone with a copy of her resume. She is also a member of Eastlake Women’s Club. 

Mr. Meyers asks if there are two open spots?

Ms. Schmidt says yes but she is just qualified for resident, the other is business. They are also taking off the July meeting to find the houses to nominate. Next meeting will be in August so there will be pictures for everyone to vote on for the houses.

LEGISLATION PENDING
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley reports that he met with Stakes Manufacturing and talked to his contact from Walmart in Arkansas. There are some containers ready to leave that will leave with 7. Stakes is going to see if there is an area that there can be containers that Walmart could do overflow. He made the introduction and will get an update where they are at. Walmart may be leasing some spots from Stakes. He also spoke to them regarding their landscaping and improving that. SID will have homes for the legislation on July 12th. They applied for $105,000 for store front improvements. They have been awarded $55,000 so need to meet and vote on a couple things. He is meeting with CT Wednesday for schedule for Stadium renovations. Will be a tight schedule to be done by opening day. Fireworks gates will open 7/7:30 and fireworks will light off around 9. Will be police from Willowick and Wickliffe also. He also met with Mayor Fiala regarding the boat races on the 10th. 

Mr. Overstreet asks if Walmart still owns the old building.

Mayor Morley says that they have a lease and sold it to Premier. 

Mr. Overstreet says if he recalls correctly there is a concrete pad behind that building where Walmart used to put containers. He asks if that is where they are planning to do it again.

Mayor Morley says he is hoping where Walmart used to do the automotive stuff they are hoping to use that area.

 Ms. Schmidt asks about the store front improvements. Will that be where businesses can apply for a grant?

Mayor Morley says it is only a specific area so they will let you know. The way the block grant comes it is targeted for certain areas. Judy has a call tomorrow regarding businesses.

Ms. Krajnyak asks how the area was selected.

Mayor Morley says that it is graded and he is not sure what formula they use to select the areas.

Ms. Krajnyak thanks him for getting with Walmart on the landscaping.

No additional questions.

Service Director Kevin Kostelnik reports that the summer help spent last week cleaning up the 91 bike path and it looks fantastic, they have done a great job. They are working on re-paving areas. They have gotten roughly 7 done and he believes there are 36 left to go. They have also started catch basin areas that need done, but have quite a few more to go. Sometimes they take a week plus to accomplish. Have also started with park upgrades including new playground mulch. They completed surfside and Eastlake gardens today. New playground equipment is scheduled for one or two of the parks on July 14th with installation beginning around the same time. The other one or two is scheduled for the beginning of August.

Mayor Morley adds that they are looking into putting pickle ball courts at the Senior Center.

Law Director Klammer reports that they just met with the clerk at Willoughby Muni to smooth out some procedures. He also met with Laura and the Chief to smooth out more processes.
