COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Kasunick reports on the Finance Committee meeting. He says that they elected to move a proposal forward to Council as a Whole that was proposed by the guest who proposed a $600,000 splash park. That would be financed by a 15 year 3.5% interest rate for the loan.

Mr. Overstreet reports on the Ordinance Committee Meeting that touched on the panhandling ordinance as well as the vicious dog ordinance. Panhandling ordinance will be moved forward, but vicious dog ordinance will be held in Ordinance to work on the language.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Mr. Fritsch, an Eastlake resident, came to speak to Council regarding the dog ordinances. He has not studied them, but he has lived in Eastlake for many years. He has an issue with a resident on their street that has attacked 2-3 people recently. The woman who owns the dog cannot control it. He is concerned for fellow neighbors safety.

Mr. Beam, another Eastlake resident, comes to speak regarding the vicious dog. He is one of the victims of this dog. He was walking his dog on a leash and this dog escaped and attacked them both. He provides the police report. He has lived on this street for many years and walked the street to relax, but he has not walked it in two years. He is afraid to leave the house. He carries pepper spray. He saw that the dog is in the house still. He is especially concerned that this dog will get a hold of a child. Something needs to be done, the sooner the better. He gives the copy of the police report to Chief Reik. 

Chief Reik says that he will follow up with him as soon as he has a chance to review it. 

Law Director Randy Klammer mentions that the Ordinance Committee Meeting was to draft an Ordinance for the vicious dogs.

Mr. Anderson, a supervisor at the Willowick post office, says that he has had 3 carriers bit already in the short 4 months he has been there. He is worrying about his employees and he is glad that there will be an Ordinance in the works. He is hopeful that the final does make it through and that they will see some movement soon.

Mr. Dlany, a supervisor at the Willowick post office, says that his crew is family and he is unfortunately the one who has to do a lot of the investigations for these animal bites. They will be putting out stickers. The orange ones will be on houses with mailboxes with dogs that are likely to attack. Every time a carrier gets bit, they lose work hours and there is a financial loss to the postal system… let alone the medical cost. Or when Chief Reik has to send officers out to these calls or when Chief Whittington has to send someone out to patch up one of the carriers. 

Mr. Ed, a mail carrier with the postal service, addresses council to mention that they are here to provide a service. They see their residents every single day. He says they deliver to your parents, they see your kids grow up, they just want to be taken care of. 

Mr. Ramacciahi, a carrier in Eastlake, was here 3 months ago. He mentions statistics from across the country of the death causes of some of the mail carriers. 

Ms. Cohith, asks that Council take some considerations such as having doors closed when mail carriers come up, having sturdy fencing that is properly maintained. As someone who has to go to this house every day, they wish to be protected. 

Ms. Butler, the manager of the Willowick post office, comes to speak regarding the same topic. He states how much she cares for each and every one of her employees. She feels responsible for making sure that they make it back home to their families. She had a dog bite on Saturday. She will hold the mail as long as she can hold the mail. She feels that the progress on this topic is way too slow. 

Mr. Gould, the new owner of Empire Small Engine Repair & Sales, comes to speak about his new Eastlake business. He thanks the building department for their professionalism. He also thanks the Fire Marshall for helping raise the bar for safety in his business. They are a veteran owned and operated small engine repair shop. They repair things that blow snow, cut grass, and trim hedges. He says that his shop is already full and likely going to have to hire another employee. He addresses the outside sales (this would be 30% income for the shop) to be able to hire another veteran to work for him. In the back lot, he wishes to build a fence ($8,000). It will not impede any emergency service vehicles. He wants his outside sales area to be front left of the parking lot 15x20 square (only 5 items at a time) which will be 6 feet from the sidewalk. He feels that these things proposed in the CUP are vital to his business.
