COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Spotton reports on the Ordinance Committee Meeting. They discussed an ordinance regarding chickens in the City. That was held in Committee to work on some framework. Discussed vicious dog ordinance. Moved forward to adopt the ORC language. Electric scooters that state is allowing, have chosen to opt out of that. Both those other items will be moved to law director.

Mr. Semick reports on the Port Authority meeting. The Safe Harbor project was brought up once again. Docks will be pulled at Erie Road park November 1st. Army Corp of Engineers granted the permit for an additional 5 years for dredging.

Ms. Schmidt reports on ECDC meeting. They discussed the Christmas lights for businesses. They want to create a plaque or award for the winner. Finalized a member’s application. This would be so that if someone does not have a resume, they can fill this out. Also discussed doing a plant swap. Mayor Dennis Morley tentatively ok-d May 20th behind City Hall. There would be different speakers regarding the environment. Also talked to the Mayor about updating the City flag. Mayor is looking in the Ordinances to see if that can be done. Main goal is by the next meeting (November or December) is to finalize the schedule for 2023 and choose what they want to do and then work heavily on promoting their events. Next meeting will be Tuesday November 15 so there is no conflict with the week of Thanksgiving. 

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Joe Tomsick from the Council on Aging comes to speak regarding Issue 5. He thanks everyone for the opportunity to speak at the meeting. Issue 5 is a Senior Services Levy. He is here to educate in the event that there are any Eastlake residents with questions on it. This covers volunteer guardianship services, adult protective services, 9 area senior centers, etc. This is a renewal that will not result in any new taxes. This levy funds 4.5 million of support each year. 1 in 3 will be 60 years and older in a few years. This levy has continued to show its effectiveness year after year. 

Mayor Morley adds that they received $89,000 last year to help operate their senior center.

LEGISLATION PENDING
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley thanks the attendees for coming out to the meeting. Demo on the Clubhouse at the Captains has begun. They meet every Tuesday at 10 a.m. to ensure that everything is on schedule, but so far so good. He has a meeting with the Chair of the Port and the Commissioner next week to discuss Safe Harbor. They also had a meeting to discuss the dredging again in order to look for better prices. 

Chief Whittington says that we are getting into the switch over from fall to winter. Please ensure your CO detectors are working properly. Kindergarteners were in the other day as well and it was nice to see them. They reminded them to have their families check CO and smoke detectors.

Ms. Schmidt asks where to place the CO detector?

Chief Whittington says place it just outside of the living quarters/sleeping quarters. If you can get one for each floor that is helpful. Avoid kitchens and laundry rooms because sometimes that can trigger it. He advises that if anyone has any questions they can call himself or the Fire Marshall.

Police Chief Reik says they are a couple days away from the first national testing network for entrance exams. It allows a 3 week period for people in various locations to submit their scores. They are hoping it will provide a solid pool of candidates for them. They are hoping to get some good results to be able to replace men as they retire. Trunk or Treat was a success. He appreciates everyone coming out. They had a lot of kids in attendance. They also got some drone footage and are hoping to have some posted in the next couple days. They will continue to tweak some things with the event, but weather was perfect and he thinks for the most part it went well.

CBO Dave Menn brings up that all new houses must have a CO detector. The Fire Marshall does a wonderful job helping them out with that. Planning is on Thursday at 6 with two items on the docket. There will be a gas line project starting now that should be over in a week around Curtis and 337 street. He does not feel that it will affect too much traffic.

Ms. Schmidt asks what time the meetings are at. 

CBO Menn says BZA is at 7 p.m. tomorrow. Thursday is Planning Commission at 6 p.m.

Service Director Kostelnik says that they are on track to start the milling of Apollo, Sylvia, Victor, etc tomorrow and Thursday. As soon as that is done they will begin paving. They wanted to start that on Friday and then Monday but weather might push that back. They are also working on Christmas lighting displays. They are switching the bulbs to LEDs which will save a lot of electricity use. Preparing for winter.

Law Director Klammer says he sent an email finalizing his report on the Splash Park. Long story short, he gave the okay on it so the legislation is able to move forward when it is ready.

Mayor Morley says that typically these things are handled as someone calls and he feels that the meetings may be bogged down with these. He says that 9 times out of 10 unless something is missed in an email or phone call they are handled.

Chief Reik says that maybe someone from Council can speak to acknowledge. 

Mr. Spotton says 9 times out of 10 someone comes to a council meeting and receives a card for who they need to communicate with and it is usually handled the next day.

Mayor Morley says importantly also- they do not honor Facebook complaints. They must be addressed to City Hall.
