LEGISLATION PENDING
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley wishes everyone a happy new year since this is the first meeting of the year. He asks when Council would like to start budget hearings.

Mr. Meyers asks the Finance Committee Chair what works.

Mr. Kasunick asks when it needs to be finished by.

Mayor Morley says they are still working on it. He thinks they will require a separate day from Council meetings due to the time. He asks Mr. Kasunick to get a hold of Carol Ann tomorrow to set something up.

Mr. Meyers says to plan on having the budget on the agenda for second meeting in February and first two meetings in March.

Mayor Morley updates that Dunkin Donuts is finally under contract with a builder and it will be starting within the next two weeks. Washington Grove has two lots left. Taft has one lot that is starting to build and then six more under review. Biggby is waiting for landlord approval of the site drawings. They have been in discussion with other companies as well.

Police Chief Reik says that there was a fatal accident on Friday. Operationally it went as well as it could. The fire department and police were there quickly. They called in collaborative units as quickly as possible. The person was taken into custody and now the legal process begins. Eastlake’s new prosecutor did a good job helping to ensure everything was covered so they feel good about it. They do not feel that there was anything else that could have been done differently that evening. He stresses to please use Lyft and Uber if you go out and end up drinking more than you planned on. This evening changed two families’ lives forever. The family was happy they could turn his body over to LifeBank to donate organs.

Service Director Kostelnik wishes everyone a happy new year as well. He mentions that the roofing company doing the stadium reached out to them to see if they had any use for the stuff on top that holds down the roofing. They received it for no cost and have since used it for the City parking lot where the shed (by entrance and exit is) where there is usually mulch. They dug that area out and filled it completely with rock. They intend to do a few other areas near the parking lot. This will cut down on maintenance and it looks better. He also mentions the dog park fence (the fence that they received free of charge from Painesville Metro Park) has been repaired. They have been keeping up with plowing, salting, and road repairs. He thanks Council because every bit of legislation tonight was his.

City Engineer Gwydir has nothing to report, but wishes everyone a happy new year.

Law Director Klammer says we are bidding for engineering services for the Vine Street improvement including Eastlake, Willowick, and Willoughby. Eastlake will take the lead for the bidding process, but cities will be responsible for the costs. There was also a lawsuit regarding the police department, but nothing out of the ordinary.

Ms. Krajnyak asks what the MOU is covering.

Klammer says that he knows it as the Vine Street Resurfacing Project.

Mr. Gwydir says it is easier for one city to take the administrative lead to avoid a nightmare.

Mayor Morley says that we took it as we have the most area involved. Cities are in agreement, just need to official the legislation.

Mr. Meyers asks if that is for 2024?

Morley says yes.

Klammer says that with the holidays some things have been slowed down. He anticipates that CT will be one of the builders.

Ms. Kranjyak asks what this includes.

Morley says that sewers and water lines are scheduled for this year 2023 and road repair will be 2024. He is waiting on schedules.
