RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Richard, the owner of Empire Small Engine Repair comes to address council regarding the “landscaping fairy” who is coming around fixing properties and landscaping. Some comments on social media are good and some are bad calling businesses cheap and lazy. He said it happened to his counterpart a few doors down. He had to speak with Google to get reviews taken down. They cut their lawn at least 10x per week testing motors anyway. He spoke with his lawyer about legalities. They had to put up more signs to not trespass after business hours. He understands that they are good intentions, but it is hurting their business or if they come on the property and get hurt, they could sue them. He also spoke to the Mayor in length about complaints that Empire was trashy and cluttered. The owner of the property hit some speed bumps regarding selling the property in a timely manner. Mr. Menn helped him facilitate a permit coaxing the owners to put up a fence and they put it up this weekend. When you drive past now, all of their equipment will be inside the paddock. They are trying to overcome people dropping things off after hours with just a note on it which ends up blowing away. 

He ran out of time and will come to address council later.

Colleen, an Eastlake resident, comes to address council. She is trying to get a hold of her council representative since August 28th sending emails and calling him. The next thing she did was leave a message at his home for a return call. A month and a week later, she gets a call from him from his wife’s personal cell phone. She returned that call immediately and did not hear back. The phone system changed and she couldn’t get a hold of him. So she called another council person and never got a call back. She has been in Eastlake since 1984 and this is her first time dealing with council and she is sick to her stomach. The issue she was having was with the lumber yard behind them and a tree that is getting ready to fall. She has been sleeping on an air mattress in her basement to avoid having it fall on her. She called the Mayor and he was able to get the service department to help her out. She wishes to know how to communicate with council. 

Mr. Spotton says continue to use phone or email.

She says that it has been a month and a half and it is ridiculous and she should not have to go to the Mayor to solve her problems and she is disgusted. Her council person said that he was on vacation and she feels that it should have been listed as his message.

Fire Chief Whittington appreciates that the legislation passed for the fire department physicals. He knows this happens every once in a while. Frustrating news, their newest hire is leaving Eastlake with a two week notice. They are adjusting some of the hiring processes. They are seeing what changes they can make and will be conducting an exit interview with him. Most of the time the reason that people leave is very clear. They are hoping for some feedback. He is not sure if Chief Reik feels the same, but he feels that globally there are not many people taking the tests. Some of the things that you think would drive people to go other places do not come down to what is in a contract. Sometimes it is where their friends work and it is not something that they can control. They want to make sure that what they are doing and the product they are trying to get is wholesome. He just wanted to bring it to everyone’s attention. He will keep everyone in the loop.

Police Chief Reik talks about Trunk or Treat on the 22nd at Captains Stadium from 6-8. They will also be posting on social media. This event has been a success in the past. He and the Fire Chief have both lost a couple people in the last few months. It used to be that people would stay 25+ years in a place, but it is not that way anymore. Someone left to sell insurance saying he no longer had a passion for it. Another went to a neighboring City with a similar benefit package that is not in the same trajectory that this City is in. It is what it is. They have one guy ready to go to the next step of the process and by the end of next week they are hoping to have 4 more. By now and Chief Reik’s retirement they are hoping to have 6 which is a big number to get to. They are hoping to do some laterals as well for loyalty. They are trying to make the department as good as they can, but at the end of the day it is a job and that may be a hangup for some. They have kept things running with a lot less people before. You’ll see new faces, they will have more ceremonies in here, and at the end of the day hopefully it levels off.

Service Director Kostelnik also reports that he lost a mechanic and they are advertising looking to fill that position. They have been working on catch basin repairs and have been paving as well. He thanks everyone for the kind words, thoughts, and prayers about the passing of his father.

City Engineer Gwydir reports that Surfside maintenance facility is moving. Next year, splash pad will be getting worked on. Waverly II is headed for Pipe work and then restoration work.
