LEGISLATION PENDING
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley reports that he received information that the local government fund will go from 1.66 million to 1.7 million. Update on the splashpark – first bid goes out April 14, second bid 21st. Bid opening April 28. Hoping for council approval on May 9. Going along with the MOU with Willoughby and Willowick. Quality based selection, only bid was CT Consultants. Mayor of Willoughby and Mayor of Willowick as well as himself have to review the bid regardless. They had a pre-construction meeting for Waverly Relief II. $2.7 million dollars from Fabrizi Trucking will be April-December. Gwydir has met with County about the water line replacement for Vine Street. Should be getting more information on that soon also.

Chief Whittington wishes everyone a Happy Valentine’s Day. Things have been happening quickly the past couple weeks. He thanks Carol Ann, the Mayor, and Cara Hardy for aiding with the testing to be able to get everything organized and helping to fill the position that recently opened up. Hoping to process someone and get them started soon. It has been a rough two weeks for Fire and Police. He believes that both departments handle the emergencies the best they can. They even had police officers driving ambulances because they’ve been so spread out. They have been watching mental health on those who have responded to these calls. They usually average 8-12 requests from Cuyahoga Coroner’s office. They already have 6 for this year and it is only February. Please go to the doctor if you don’t feel well and also seek mental health help if necessary. 

Ms. Schmidt asks if they could post some contact information for mental health resources.

Chief Whittington says that after they lost Jeff they realized they need to spend more time checking on themselves. They have some peer counselors. They also have resources available for staff and they do a debrief to ensure everyone is getting what they need. They are trying to stay on top of it. 99% of what they do, they help people and have good outcomes, but it’s the 1% that really sticks with you.

Ms. Krajnyak asks if they have applied for any grants for peer counseling. 

Chief Whittington says that through the Locals that there are a few members on the department that were able to get trained on their own. The grant money goes towards training.

Chief Reik adds that they have a couple guys in Peer Support at the moment in different locations, one of which was Crossroads. He believes that people are more trained now than ever, but he also shares resources after major incidents such as what they just dealt with. A lot of them cope in different ways and they need to have various options to help with that. As far as hiring goes, they are almost at the end of their process. They are hoping to hire a few new officers very soon. They are all at various stages of their training. The National Testing Network has good options, but the problem is that Wickliffe was able to offer positions to 4 of those people before Eastlake even got their results back. They are doing the best they can to network and find suitable candidates.

Chief Building Officer Menn reports that we are in spring already and neighbors get a lot of complaints already with the weather. He thanks Denise Edwards, the new secretary in Service/Building and things have been running very smoothly.

Finance Director Schindel reports that they are working with the auditor’s office and local government team to do the 2022 figures as well as the 2021 financials. They are trying to meet audit deadlines. Local government funds went up about $150,000.
