LEGISLATION PENDING
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley mentions that bids from Road Program will be back on March 10th. Mayors and Managers meeting on Monday had someone from EMA come in. They want to get ahead of the April 28th 2024 Solar Eclipse. Will be a total eclipse for roughly 2 minutes 40 seconds. He met with the Chief today to go over that. Lake County will be a prime viewing location. When other states have had this, they have had issues with traffic so they will be preparing for that. He drove by where Dunkin Donuts is going and they are making progress.

Chief Whittington says that they were able to help Willoughby and Wickliffe on their recent fires. He spoke with Councilwoman Krajnyak regarding the things going on on East Palestine. He is part of the Lake County HAZMAT team and he would like to get some information together and ready to chat. He also spoke with Mr. Semick regarding contingency plans. They are moving forward with their new candidates, much thanks to the work of Cara. Regarding the life preservers that the Port Authority is looking into, he feels that it is a good option.

Police Chief Reik says they were recently notified that there was a certain resident that wanted to leave some of his estate after his passing to PAL. He notified them that the program was no longer in place and the person chose to leave their legacy to the Eastlake K9 program. Chief Reik will get with Carol Ann regarding this. There was an accident on Super Bowl night that caused significant damage. The people who were hit were not hurt and the other person involved did survive. The minimum speed was 86 mph going through that intersection so they are thankful they did not have more involved in this. They have new candidates starting the hiring process and graduating the academy. As far as the life preserver goes, he feels that police and service can keep tabs on it during their partrols.

CBO Dave Menn jokes that they will not need a permit for the life preserver. Dunkin Donuts is moving along. Crawleys is also coming along quite well. He says they are doing a great job getting that up and going. Taft is moving along with 3 houses currently being built and 3 more sold. There is a new dog daycare center that opened up. The flyer was sent to Council earlier today. Lately, they have been getting a lot of companies coming in to update fire alarm and sprinkler systems on their own. That is much appreciated and it is a very important thing.

Mr. Semick asks if Crawleys is the place on Vine?

CBO Menn says yes.

Service Director Kostelnik says that so far we have experienced a very mild winter which has allowed them to be a little ahead of the game for the Spring. The service garage roof is nearly done. They were able to do some various trimming in locations. Saturday February 25 was the first overtime they had in the month of February. They were able to install the signs as requested by Police department regarding overnight parking and snow parking bans at all entrances to the City.
