The Regular Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council Vice President Spotton at approximately 7:10 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Meetings Scheduled

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Semick reports on the WPCC meeting that occurred on March 8. He sent the executive summary to everyone. The 2023 budget request is 1.47% higher than last year’s adopted budget. 2022 expenses were 5% higher than projected. 10.4 million gallons of sewage were not released into the environment. 2022 had zero safety incidents. September of 2022 WPCC began transporting the Biosolids to the landfill. They need a new cab for this to continue though.

Mayor Morley mentions that the WPCC truck will be on next council’s meeting.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Ted Andrejewski, an Eastlake resident, comes to address council. He is unhappy about the $42 fee called special assessment that is on real estate taxes. He mentions that they all have a monthly column in the gazette. He wants one of them to step up and write about what water and sewer projects have happened for the City. When he was Mayor, they did not want to give money to the county for that. He doesn’t have a problem paying the $42 but he wants to know where it is going and what projects in Eastlake specifically it is for. Second, he mentions that when you are a public official, you are held to a higher standard than a common resident. Whether or not the individual is found guilty or not is insignificant. The fact that it was a sting and this individual was caught, he feels that this person should take it upon themselves to resign. If council cannot encourage this, then maybe the public can. He cannot be an effective Council President with that hanging over him. Lastly, he is starting to see a lot of “buddy-buddy” things happening these days. Council is subject to checks and balances and they are supposed to watch what the administration does. He is seeing bad signs and no checks and balances and that people are doing whatever they want around here. He reminds Council that they were elected for the people of Eastlake. 

Carolyn Kinkoph, an Eastlake resident, comes to address Council. She agrees with many things that the last speaker said. She recently attended the Lake County breakfast. She wanted to thank Mayor Morley and those who work for the City for the positive difference in the community. She is proud to live in the City of Eastlake. Her greatest concern is that the Council President could fill in for the Mayor and she does not feel that he has the same integrity as Mayor Morley’s leadership.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley thanks the resident for the kind words. He appreciates it, but he has a great team behind him. First, thank you for the road program acceptance. He is hopeful they can get ahead of it and have most of the work done by June or July. Per last commissioner’s meeting, Vine Street water lines must be rebid again. They will be advertising again and bids will open April 5. They are working on getting the timeframe for Waverly as well (likely April until December). Also 357 they are waiting for the County. This year will have a lot of torn up roads and a lot of unhappy people until its done. They have spoken with chiefs regarding traffic. He spoke with Dave today. Dunkin Donuts is moving alone and they also have final plans for Biggby’s. All but one lot at Washington is sold. 

No questions.

Fire Chief Whittington updates that they are moving relatively well through the hiring process. Every time they try to get the 10 candidates ready to progress, one drops off. He suggests setting up a date to answer questions from Krajnyak and Semick. He wants it to be a productive discussion and he is unsure which way to take it internally and feels he has gone down a rabbit hole. He thinks it may be beneficial to do questions and sort of an open forum.

Police Chief Reik mentions they are scheduled to be at the senior center on Thursday to discuss current internet scams. Topics will range from romance, computer hacking, to loved ones needing help. He is hopeful it will encourage people to talk with the police department or their families before they get involved. They also have two new hires that have both started and they have an offer out to another as well. With Hyundai and Kia locks, they have a bunch at the police statement. If people reach out, please let them know. If you have a friend that lives in another community and needs one, he says just ask. They have 6 or 7 boxes. They will keep some on hand but certainly don’t need that many. 

Mr. Spotton asks if anyone interested in that can just go to police station?

Chief Reik says yes.

Ms. Schmidt says the physical store gift card scams were what was first brought up, is that still an issue? 

Chief Reik says it still happens despite their talks about this.  

No additional questions.

Service Director Kostelnik thanks Council for the legislation that was passed for the Road Program. They look forward to the weather breaking to be able to get started. There are also 6 in house roads that will be getting done. He thanks the Mayor, Tom, and Carol Ann because it is 3-4 months in the making before they get to this stage and there is a lot of prep work. 

Mr. Semick asks if there is a master list of all the roads that will be getting worked on and in what order.

Mayor Morley says he will send it to him again.

No additional questions.

Mr. Gwydir addresses the construction starting around mid-April which is likely true probably around April 15. Waverly II will likely be end of April, beginning of May. Contracts usually take a couple of months to process and then they will hit the ground running.
