ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley welcomes everyone to this evening’s meeting. He requests a Special meeting Thursday August 24 5:00 p.m. and Saturday August 26 8:30 a.m. He states that none of the directors or chiefs need to be present at these meetings.

Fire Chief Whittington says it has been a typical summer for the fire department- a little wet and cooler. There was one event on the river where they had to rescue people.

Police Chief Reik reports that they had a reasonably normal summer. There was a mental health crisis last week at Walmart. Victim is back home and they will work the rest of that case. They were happy that the victim did not need to spend more than a day at the hospital. They did get their new cars in. They are out getting outfitted and there is a backlog on those. 855 one of the front line cars just had an engine issue and needs refurbished. They are trying not to buy another new car or they will be back in the same spot (waiting on outfitting). They received two sizeable donations- one from a citizen in the community that passed away that donated to the K9 fund. Willoughby Eagles also made a donation tonight and one of the victim advocates went over to accept that- it will help victims of crime with cell phones and things when needed. National night out was August 1- it was a nice event with good turnout and good weather.

CBO Dave Menn says that they have been doing well this summer and he believes that Washington development is down to one house. They have been waiting on that one. Taft is moving along extremely well. There was a general walk through on the Washington home today- he wants to thank his staff, Frontier, CT, and Ryan Homes for keeping everything moving smoothly.

Service Director Kostelnik says that they have been busy this summer as usual. August 26 they are scheduled to begin the milling and paving on 332 on the South side of Vine. Asphalt fabric on the 30th and will begin paving 30 and 31 or everything on 31 depending on weather. 

Mr. Semick tells Mr. Kostelnik that the new pickle ball courts look great and he says it is nice to see people enjoying them.

Mr. Gwydir reports that the 2023 Asphalt and Road programs are substantially complete. Waverly II sewer is proceeding on schedule and Willowick Drive is open. 

Mayor Dennis Morley brings up the OPWC money. He says that both the streets that they put in for next year received money for those. It will likely still cost the City 1 million from our share, but those will be two big road projects that they have been trying to get done for the last few years. He says Tom did a great job with the Engineers office to get this funding.

Finance Director Schindel reports that on July 31 the audit was completed and the federal findings were done. She would expect that sometime in the first half of September you will receive an email- it will be the audit. It will be legitimate and come to council.

Mr. Klammer says that there were some comments on Facebook regarding 08-01-04. Everything was appropriate for this. He reminds everyone that there are requirements in our charter that there is a required percentage of Council to be in attendance to be able to pass these items which is why they were placed on first reading.
