ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Dennis Morley welcomes everyone to this evening’s meeting. He wants to thank Service, Police, Fire and everyone on this campus for their efforts during and after the storm. Everyone came as soon as they could and worked through the night and then came right back all day and night again trying to get things cleaned. Fire has been getting so many accident calls lately on top of all the storm. Construction has made things hard. There was a fire the night before Labor Day at one of their businesses. There was another fire while they were already at that one. They are thankful to the mutual aid of the surrounding cities especially for the fires. They continue to go to Willoughby and Willowick when needed also. The world has gone crazy and he just wants to thank the employees here for always stepping up and going above and beyond. There were a lot of trees down, the river was at 12’. No employee or resident injuries and that was the bright spot during it all.

Fire Chief Whittington thanks for passing the legislation about the electric vehicle charging stations. Paul (Fire Marshall) does a great job researching and getting it together. Now as a community we are ready for when we start seeing those type of things. Like the Mayor said, it has been an interesting last couple weeks. Our tech team was called to Willowick for the garage collapse. While they were there, flooding started. That initiated a 60-hour window of working. When the storm hit, the police Chief, fire Chief, and Mayor activated their department operation center at the fire department. That operated for about 15 hours. In that time, the fire department responded to about 150 calls for service- lots of trees down but also a lot of ambulance calls. Service Director Kostelnik is a crucial part of this team. When he was coming in, he realized that they needed to get roads opened up. When he got to dispatch they already had 50 calls pending. Mayor Morley has access to Commissioners and EMA directors. The discussion was do they need bigger equipment to clear the roads? He goes back to things we have talked about in the past. He is urging residents to have individual preparedness. His power was out for 5 days in Wickliffe. CEI was trying their best and there is only so much that can be done.  As a community, some of the pre-planning stuff is not super visual, but when they get activated things happen very quickly. The next day Dave Menn got involved from Building and they passed information along to them. There was loss- homes were destroyed, and there were close calls. Residents- you need to be prepared. Have water, have extra oxygen if you need it, have various “Plan B”s. There was also the hazmat team at Fairport’s incident. Special Teams guys are getting some activity lately. Like the Mayor said, he is not sure what is happening with accidents, but they are getting significant accidents. There was an accident with 8 people in one car on the freeway. People are going too fast and cutting each other off. The elected officials should know that all the departments work together to get these things done.

Police Chief Reik says that aside from initial closing roads, it was easy for Police during the storm, but service and fire were running like crazy. Seems like lately the better the weather, the worse the driving. There has been an uptick of accidents lately. Victims Advocate received toiletries and other essential items from the Women’s Club. Councilwoman Schmidt reached out with this idea and he thought it was great.

CBO Dave Menn says with the storms the building department doesn’t have anything like what the other departments have to go through. They have to help people get their power back on and that is where the building guys come into play. Their job is people to get their power back as quickly as they can. Other than that, thank you for passing the Electric Vehicle Charging Station ordinance. He supports the internet café one as well.

Service Director Kostelnik thanks Dave Menn for his role in getting the power back on. As fate would have it, that was the same week that the service department had to have 332 paved by the end of the week. They were able to also do that. That past 3 weeks they have been working on storm cleanup and are just now starting to get back to their normal schedule. Please have rest of storm damage out on treelawn by Friday 15th and they will pick it up and then go back to their normal every day activities.

City Engineer Gwydir reports that the splash pad area is starting to get prepared and Waverly’s project is moving along nicely.
