COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Ms. Schmidt reports on the ECDC meeting that happened earlier this evening. They did a recap on yard of the Year and decided next year to do it earlier. They will be creating a flyer and really hammering at the plant swap to try to encourage participation. They discussed Plant Swap and will be looking for approval to do it again next year. Tentatively planning for May 18. Would fall on the flag raising but they think it would be nice to have those events together. She will get with the Mayor and ensure they have approval for using the lot outside. They also would like to do Christmas businesses again this year where they receive a lantern with a plaque. They will work on letters and notifying businesses by November 2. They thought last year was a little late in the season again so hoping to do it earlier. They need the money for lantern and plaque.

Mayor Morley gives his approval for this expenditure.

Ms. Schmidt says they also want to do a free fishing event on June 15. The state of Ohio does this where you do not need a license. Some members will talk to Port and Chagrin Watershed to try to colab together to do a nice fishing event. They want to get clubs to bring the poles. She will get with the Mayor to see if it is okay to use the land at Borac’s for this event.  This would be 2023 and 2024 for them.
