
SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES

WEDNESDAY
NOVEMBER 15, 2023
6:30 P.M.
The Special Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Spotton at approximately 6:32 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
ATTENDEES
All members of Council in attendance.
Those attending from the Administration were the Law Director Mr. Klammer. All others were absent and excused.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Special Council Meeting Agenda – November 15, 2023.
MOTION:  Mr. Semick moved to approve the Agenda for November 15, 2023.  Mr. Overstreet second.
ROLL CALL: Yeas unanimous with the exception of Ms. Krajnyak who abstained.
Motion carried.  Agenda approved.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Ms. Heather Freeman comes to address council. She thanks Mr. Klammer and Council Clerk Moran for sending over the items she requested. She is asking for clarification on what is happening with the money. Is it a transfer or is it just moving? Also there was a comment last night regarding the $200,000 mentioned last night. 

Mr. Spotton says no money has been spent. There was an informational meeting on what could maybe happen. They are at a point where the company could come in and assess. The fire and police station were both built quite a while ago. He does not know all the ins and outs. The consulting company that would come in, its their job to assess and see if those buildings are usable. No one is spending $30 million.

Ms. Freeman says that there was a $200,000 mentioned though by Ms. Schindel.

Mr. Spotton clarifies that the approval to spend that money will be on the agenda in the future.

Ms. Freeman asks why Mr. Meyers is here.

Law Director Klammer says that Mayor Morley appointed him to the expired term as he won the election and he will receive another oath of office for his new term in January.

She ran out of time.

Ted Andrejewski, an Eastlake resident, says he cannot believe this. Every time he comes something new is going on behind residents backs. 

Mr. Klammer tries to speak, but Mr. Andrejewski shushes him and tells him he has his three minutes.

Mr. Andrejewski continues on to say that Council suspended (gestures to Mr. Meyers) him or whatever they did and now the Mayor reappointed him? Come on Council.

Mr. Spotton says the Charter reads as such, and he of all people should know that.

Mr. Andrejewski says last night he sat here and heard the number $200,000 thrown around. Number 1 are you going to do an RFQ? That is a lot of money. Get some bids from other firms to see what they will do it for. Are you going to hold to a budget or just write a blank check? Number 2 he asked how much money is being put into this legislation. He looked at the agenda and the numbers are not on there. He researched and found that 1.8 million is going to the road fund, that’s fine if you need that. Then he looked more and saw 1.8 million to the safety center. No one on this board said $1.8 million last night. Why was the amount of money put in the legislation? They are also led to believe that the safety center is in the very preliminary stages. Well now we know, that site plans were presented and discussions have happened already. Discussions from police and fire about their needs have already happened. That is well advanced.

Mr. Klammer tries to speak but Mr. Andrejewski will not let him.

Mr. Spotton tells Mr. Klammer that he will be able to speak when Mr. Andrejewski is done.

Mr. Andrejewski wants to know why they were led to believe this was very preliminary. Have meetings with people and see what they want to do. He says that the funding must be lined up first before money is spent at all. Make sure people will give you your money. Do not spend $200,000 and get nothing for it. Also you can put $1.8 million but can’t give the people of Eastlake leaf collection.

He ran out of time.

Mr. Klammer says that he is the Law Director. He has known Mr. Andrejewski for a long time and resents the implications that he is making. This whole discussion of the safety center included some period of time when Mayor Andrejewski was here due to the aging state of these buildings. This is in the earliest state we could possibly be in. He provided Ms. Freeman the presentation. It is about 10 pages. It does NOT include a site plan. It most certainly is not a site plan. That is not what a site plan is. The City is blessed to have a CPA and former Assitant Auditor of the State of Ohio. She is conservative with how the City spends money. They are so far ahead making a determination how those funds are spent. It is incredibly inappropriate to use Randy’s name, Mayor Morley’s, Carol Ann’s, or Council’s in allegations that this money is being spent behind resident’s backs. 

Mr. Andrejewski tries to speak, but Mr. Spotton reminds him that he is over his time.

Ms. Kranjyak asks a question. She wanted to put the reason she is saying no on the record. She doesn’t want it to seem like she feels we do not deserve a Safety Center. She has an issue with the Finance Director putting two things on the same item of legislation. These are two separate issues. One is a Safety Center transfer and one is a Road transfer. She cannot vote for the Road Levy but not the Safety Center. She sent four emails to Carol Ann Schindel and she has not had one single response. A resident sent an email today and got a response in 45 minutes. You do not have to like her, but you do have to answer her. She missed two meetings and she doesn’t understand how it is legal to have two meetings in one evening. If you don’t have 6, it must be passed with three meetings not as an emergency. If this was an emergency, just do the emergency items, not the whole agenda. There was also a letter sent saying that the Mayor appointed Mr. Meyers to this position. She did not receive this letter. 

Mr. Klammer says that Mayor Dennis Morley sent the email likely to Mr. Spotton.
Mr. Spotton says that is irrelevant.

Ms. Krajnyak says it is kind of not irrelevant.

Mr. Spotton says we have work to do and we are not going to be arguing all the time.
