Chief Whittington says he will be keeping an eye on everything for the next couple days at the river. He respectfully asks if they can swear their firefighter in at the next meeting. 

Mr. Overstreet says yes.

Chief Reik says as Mayor Spotton mentioned, the ceremony for Mayor Morley went well. There was a tremendous amount of help from Whittington as well as Willoughby, Willoughby Hills, Lake County Sherriff Office, Mentor, and Willowick both police and fire. There was an outpouring of support. It shows the type of impact he had as well. As for information that is out there- the former boss would always say local government is the best place to get direct information from. They got a few odd calls this week about them providing free security to Walmart and some other misinformation. They do staff Walmart for 12 hours per day. They are a third party payer- it is similar to the school system. There is a small imprint for the taxpayers- the cruiser goes up there and sits in the parking lot. They are there for safety more than security. Most shifts they hang out and do community involvement. There has been good feedback but as always, if there is a question please call him directly. Former boss (Mayor Morley)’s rule was 24 hours and they honor that. They want to make sure people have the correct information and address concerns quickly.

CBO Dave Menn says when he thought they would be really slow, a few new houses came in- several family homes. They are talking to some commercial places about possible additions. All good things.

Service Director Kostelnik says they just dealt with their first major snow event and the service department handled it very well. They appreciate the positive compliments. There were some requests about cleaning out in the Harbor area by the beach. It is an opening to the lake that helps alleviate some of the flooding if/when that comes. They have to wait for conditions to be right to get out there safely and that has not been the case yet, but they feel that tomorrow will be the day.

Mr. Semick asks where at that is?

Mr. Kostelnik says it is basically the Harbor beach.

Finance Director Schindel says they are working with the State on preparing the reports and also working on the budget and should have numbers to Council shortly.

Law Director Klammer says that Mayor Spotton and himself have been helping a property owner in West Island. No one knows when the river was straightened out. They added land to a lot of the property parcels down there. The question came up who owns that. CT has been helping also to figure out when that happened and who owns it. Once they have a final answer, he will let them know. When we passed the Charter amendment, we wrote the word 3 but did not put the “3” in parentheses, but we did with the “5”. He is asking if the BOE will allow the change, nothing else would be changed.

Mr. Overstreet wants to appoint a Vice President for Council and calls for nominations.

Mr. Kasunick nominates Mr. Semick. 

Mr. Semick interjects and says that he appreciates that, but he respectfully declines as he does not feel he can dedicate the time to it. He instead nominates Mr. Meyers. Ms. Krajnyak second.

Mr. Semick says that with Mr. Meyers knowledge of Eastlake, he should be suited for it. He does not feel that one single transgression defines a person.

ROLL CALL: Mr. Semick yes. Ms. Krajnyak yes. Mr. Kasunick yes. Mr. Meyers yes. Ms. Schmidt NO. Mr. Overstreet, yes.
