An Ordinance to appropriate for the expenses of the City of Eastlake, State of Ohio, for the period beginning January 1, 2024 and ending December 31, 2024, and declaring an emergency.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Chief Whittington has left.

Mr. Spotton welcomes everyone. He brings to attention that the local government fund formula is going to be updated next year. They are confident that there should be a 7 year phase in and there is another workroom meeting Monday. Eastlake also now has Cricket Club in the spring/summer to be played on weekends. It is an upcoming sport. He thanks Judy Moran, Law Director Klammer, and Service Director Kostelnik for their work on this as it has taken many months. 

Mr. Semick asks what kinds of improvements they are doing to the park area.

Mr. Spotton says they are mowing lawn and putting in a concrete pad. They will put flags around and will pick up their flags when done. No additional improvements at this time, but they did work with the Football Club also to utilize this space.

Chief Reik says they have a couple events coming up. There is a free skating event at United Skates April 13 with 3 different agencies- Eastlake, Willowick, and Wickliffe. Safety Town registration is open. It is $40 for two classes. Will push this online through Facebook as well and he asks that Council gets it out to people they know as well to ensure there are plenty of kids enrolled. The date of it is in June and it is on the flyer that will go out.

Mr. Menn says things are going well, spring is her. He jokes that complaints have started. That’s about it right now.

Mr. Kostelnik says he wants to acknowledge the fact that Mayor Morley and himself had been in talks with Cricket folks last summer which is where it got rolling and he did not want Mayor Morley to be left out of that discussion. To clarify an email earlier today, he received an email early in the morning and he sent out an email requesting that those emails be held off or sent to the Clerk of the Service Department’s desk. His phone is on 24/7 and if he receives texts or emails at 1 am he gets woken up. He is available 24/7 and he is respectfully asking that those emails be sent to the Clerk’s office rather than his cell phone. He personally was the one who added everyone to the email chain, including the Mayor’s administrative assistant because she needs to be in the know also and that is the reasoning and purpose behind that. 

Ms. Krajnyak says that email is from her and she thanks him for clarifying. When she sends an email to one person she feels that it stays between only those two people. She says she didn’t know it was on social media at the time. Where she gets information from is irrelevant. When someone calls her or sends something anonymously in her mailbox…
Mr. Overstreet says they can handle this later.
