RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Terry Tiravoski, an Eastlake resident comes to speak to council about is there any way that the City can do something about splitting the dog park in half? Just recently there has been a lot of drama there including weapons and dogs attacking other dogs. He brings his dog there every day at 4:00. There is a gentleman there who insists that his dog is aggressive which he is not and he says he will spray his dog with mace. If the park is split in half, there is a safe space to have dogs exercise. The other day, police were involved in a dog attack there. She is afraid to go back. There is nothing he can do, he talked with police. We can bring guns anywhere now. He is a resident and he just wants to use the park everyday and be safe. There are a lot of people that feel that way and he doesn’t know what to do. He has never done anything like this before in his life. Just to run a fence halfway across and split it evenly might give them an escape from whatever. He can’t tell this woman whose dogs are aggressive that she can’t bring her dogs there, but if he could move his dog to the other side then it solves the whole problem. There are no other problems because the dogs are then separated. He hopes and prays that the City will do something to accommodate him. His dog is so used to going to the park now that he expects it. He is a well mannered dog, but he is not fixed. He understands that can cause issues, but again, he doesn’t want to fix him right now. Please think about this and maybe do something. 

Mr. Overstreet tells him his time is up and they will take a look at that.

Mr. Andrejewski, an Eastlake resident, says that all of Council and Admin write articles every month. First thing, Council, think about this. Because voters approved the Croation lease, does not mean they have to do a lease. When he was Mayor, they wanted to build the same thing, but they said no because the Eastlake Soccer League and kids were not allowed to use it. He sees the same thing happening here. They will schedule every day and every time so they can’t use it. The lease needs to say that the Eastlake Soccer league can use this. It is Eastlake property. Think about what you are doing. It’s $1 per year…. Ridiculous. Number 2, you should also address this in your monthly column. What is the status of the Eastlake Mayor’s position? Full Time? Part Time? Is he being paid full time or part time? What hours does he work? Two jobs and two paychecks? Let the people of Eastlake know what is going on. Not a knock on the Mayor. People are calling him and he does not know.

Ms. Wilden comes to request that the agenda gets put on to the website. It has not been on the website for quite some time. It should be put up there before. Minutes should be put up a week after the meeting. She is concerned about us paying Signal Company for construction damage. That should be covered by the person who made the damage.

Mr. Kostelnik thanks Carol Ann for her hard work with the budget. A couple of employees that he wants to acknowledge. One has taken it upon themselves to complete the course and testing necessary to achieve the wastewater collection operator. Another took his classes for chemical spraying and fertilization which we were lacking in. He wants to thank them publicly. We have received 3 shipping containers in the back and there is a dome that will go over it. That is for excess salt that has to be covered. Money we are saving by ordering less salt will cover the cost for all of that.
