RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Ms. Freeman comes to address council. She wanted to bring a couple things to Council’s attention. She is disappointed in the response she received regarding the construction and the site development at the Handy Rents property. Mr. Menn was sent. She also let the administration know about clearing the lot. No permits were ever submitted or approved. The response she got is “it will look better”. Why do we have ordinances and laws regarding planning and zoning? You know what her background is. She would love the City to apply the standards that they adopted. Make business owners follow the rules. They informed her they would be building another building there, it is adjacent to another property, and it is in a B1 district. EPA has regulations where you have to treat your stormwater quality and quantity. She asks that Council questions the administration to enforce these rules the same way that rules are for residents. There are complaints about lawn mowers, tractors, etc., on properties on Vine Street. There are no plans to implement all the planning work for Vine Street. What was the point if no one is going to enforce this. She does not understand. Also, why do we have a Mayor who is not qualified for this position as he holds two offices currently.
