ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Overstreet says Finance Director and himself are working on the Budget for 2025.

Chief Whittington says thanks to the residents and members of community for supporting the fire department renewal levy. He likes to think he has proven himself to be fiscally responsible for the City. They appreciate it and it goes a long way. They have been able to use that to buy ambulances and fire trucks over the past few years.

Chief Werner says with the approval of the increase in the age. He will be advertising for another civil service test in the next two days. They have recently made 2 offers. One has accepted, but he is not sure about the other. His hope is that within the next 6 weeks they fill some positions. Last meeting he mentioned cameras. Quote from Motorola was $224,000 and they liked their system better. He is in the process of applying for a grant that would cover roughly half of that. Wickliffe, out of $103,000 for their program, they were awarded $80,000. 5 year cost is like $29,000 per year if they get $80,000. They are moving forward with that. 

Ms. Schmidt asks about civil service openings?

Mayor Overstreet says they are in the process.

Werner says there have been several interested.

Gulley asks what timeline for grants is roughly?

Werner says it is due on the 20th this month but awards wouldn’t come out until March of April. For 2025 would be an upfront cost of just over $60,000… there is also an upfront fee of just over $19,000. Would be reimbursed.

CBO Menn says this week BZA meets tomorrow at 7 pm. One item on the agenda. Thursday Planning was going to meet, but there are no applicants so they canceled the meeting.

Service Director Kostelnik says spray park is coming along nicely. Next is installation of actual fixtures and then JTO will be back for sidewalks. Then they will do fence work and hopefully all goes well with the weather. Service Department has been in the process of cleaning up the parks with the leaves as well as the bike path along 91. The Road Project will begin this week. Concrete replacement. They have also been working on Christmas lights so they will be ready for the lighting ceremony. They are also getting salt trucks ready. Yard waste pickup goes until the end of the year. They will pick up Christmas trees as well.

Schmidt asks the exact date for yard waste?

Kostelnik says last week of the year. 

Schmidt asks about how long Christmas trees from that date? Also just to put it out there, Chagrin River park does Christmas tree recycling.

City Engineer Meluch says Galalina Harbor area project should be wrapping up around Thanksgiving. They are doing main lines and service connections. Vine Street Waterline projects are across 91. Then resurfacing in the spring.

Finance Director Schindel says her and the Mayor are starting numbers for the budget. They will need to replace some directors. On August 27 she explained that the average of what the community was paying with a 3% raise. The 155 proposal is not what people are being paid, nor is it what people will be paid in 2025. There are rumors and they are false. This is purely so that you can hire people when the directors are gone and you can offer competitive pay. The March 2023 wages from a neighboring community average plus 3% for 24, 25, 26. It’s that simple. This is so you can hire valuable people who will add to this community. When some people were here when money was tight and they never got a chance to get caught up. They didn’t ask for it and they’re not getting it. 

Krajnyak says so she is clear, 155 will not go to Ordinance because it’s a Finance issue? This has always gone into Ordinance.

Meyers says that was at the Mayor’s request, but Carol Ann is requesting it go to Finance.

Law Director Klammer clarifies that the directors are not required to attend their meetings. Carol Ann has dealt with a number of issues regarding a family member recently and she does not deserve the rumors online.
