ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Overstreet says first of all, thanks to the service department for taking such good care of the roads and he looks forward to the same level of service for the upcoming storm. Vine Street construction seems to have wrapped up for now. 91 is a mess, he will leave that report up to the engineer.

Chief Whittington appreciates the support on the legislation. He will let Brian talk about what is coming up with 91, but from a fire standpoint, they are already aware and it should not affect them too much. They sent it to all Lake County Chiefs as well. They will adjust as it comes along.

Chief Werner says they had their annual shop with a cop event on Friday and had 10 kids from Thomas Jefferson and Longfellow that they took shopping at Walmart. It has been a huge success. He recognizes Crowleys, Nora’s, Fiona’s, and Wild Goose for their contributions as well as an anonymous citizen. They will be doing Santa Claus at the grade schools next week. Santa is looking at the 21st for his motorcycle ride through the City depending on weather.

Service Director Kostelnik thanks the Mayor for the kind words and they will try not to let him down. They are obviously in their rinse and repeat cycle. Salt, patch holes, salt patch holes. If you get calls or questions, the policy for roadside mailbox is if the mailboxes are damaged by the snow when it is plowed, they do not replace. If the plows physically hit the mailbox and break them, then they will replace them.

City Engineer Meluch says as everyone is aware, this past weekend ODOT identified a problem on 91. They had to do an emergency closure because there were too many cars getting damaged. It seems to be holding up so far and is back open. Latest news that was made official today has been in discussion for about 2 weeks now. ODOT has been looking at the signal timing and all the traffic back ups. What they can do, best option, is to close the eastbound exit ramp which will begin Monday the 16th. When the approached to see if there were any issues, they worked with Police and Fire to explore other options. In the end, it makes the most sense to close the ramp all together for a few months to be able to keep traffic going north and south. 

Ms. Schmidt asks if there will be signage?

Meluch says yes there will be boards as well as facebook pages updated. There will also be detour boards. 

Mr. Gulley says one notice he saw said November 2025. Is that worst case?

Meluch says that is when they are supposed to change to do the other sides of the bridges. He will be speaking with ODOT over the next few months to see if they can get that open earlier. Another issue is that the County does the plowing and if there are other issues and the City can’t get their equipment in there. The talk with ODOT again about Vine Street Project Repaving to see if maybe 91 can reopen earlier. They are aware of it.
