Mr. Semick says he would like to take a minute to address the tone in tonight’s meeting. He appreciates that people feel strongly enough to come and share their views. We welcome public input but please direct all comments to the chair and allow the meeting to move forward in a constructive manner. Not all questions will be able to be answered on the spot. If you have a specific question or would like a follow up, please make sure he has your information and he will get back to you. 

Becky Overberger, 1351 E 349th, has some comments. She is requesting a public record and has a copy for everyone. She wants her responses in email. She believes in God, her lord and savior. At the end of the book, God takes care of all the evil people. She thanks Ms. Krajnyak for being the only council person who keeps residents updated. All the businesses on Lakeshore are affected because of the construction. Coopers Ice Cream will be done with their season before the construction. She doesn’t know who the Councilmen are working for. She tells Ms. Krajnyak she is crazy if she doesn’t get a lawyer. If they find out that she is allowed to keep her job, she should sue. Stop acting like kids. She says exactly how she feels. She really thinks Council needs to get it together. It feels like Dan Deliberto is here again. She worked for the City in the 80s for the litter mobile. 

She ran out of time. She hands everyone their copy of the records requests. 

Linda Smith, 555 Campers Dr, has been a long time resident of Eastlake. Her father worked for Eastlake Rec. She never knew what was going on in this City except through the Gazette. She found the Blockwatch page and joined to see what was going on in the City. Her son was on there one day and people were talking about their trash bills. Chris got in touch with him and next thing you knew, they were charging him for business and not residential. They are just one person that Chris has helped. Why Council wants to remove her is beyond her. The fact that she was voted in should speak for itself. Why is Council afraid of her? Is it because she doesn’t always agree? Council should be ashamed. 

Stacy MgGuigan, 36260 Valley Vista, reads a post from the Eastlake Community Page. She is getting tired of the one sided accusations where people are blocked for having a voice. Mr. Semick added a discussion segment to the agenda, during Public Comment, it has always been speaking to the chair, this is not his rule. When he says he doesn’t want to speak off the cuff when a resident directly asked him a question he told them he would prefer to do his research and a resident thanked him. She says Ms. Krajnyak responded to this stating “Sad Stacey is in charge of the library at WE School of innovation. Do you want her leading her children? If you do, comment below. If not, contact WE Schools and complain”. There is nothing she said that is incorrect. There is a clear pattern emerging here that resembles some of the accusations from Ms. Kostelnik. 35 people may stand up here tonight and say what a great job Ms. Krajnyak is doing and that may be true, but none of that discredit the other people who she treats horribly when you disagree with her. She likes to claim all residents have a voice, but that is not what she really means. She has proven that with her actions. Bottom line, if Ms. Kostelnik believes Ms. Krajnyak violated City Charter, she 100% should be entitled to an investigation and nobody should try to impede that process. 
Michelle Sintic, 36145 Sandy Knoll Dr., says she feels this whole thing is sad and childish. Chris has helped her out so much. We sat down with the old Mayor in July and Judy Moran. Was supposed to get back to us a couple weeks later and had not heard back. Reached out to the Law Director who has not gotten back to them also. Chris is a major asset and knows more about this City than the rest of Council. It’s just like a job, you have to come together. It is for everyone’s benefit. 

Jane Cosiano, 735 Mannering Rd, says what she would like to discuss is the rat problem in the City. She couldn’t make the last council meeting. Only one person came forward, but that is very incorrect. You’re willing to spend an undisclosed amount on a prosecutor for someone that does their job over someone that got their feelings hurt that is for something on a previous term. We need to take this money and put it towards something that actually needs resolved. Surfside is overrun by rats, Ward 2 is overrun for years. She sat down with Mayor Kostelnik in Mayor Morley’s house. It was $100,000 to bait sewers. She has a solution for that. It won’t be overnight, but it is a solution, and it will cost way less. She is not the only one. You go turn your grill on and hear bings, that is a huge problem. What happened to the campaigning that if Mayor Kostelnik was elected his wife would step down? What happened to that? Because of something that happened in a previous term you decided it’s not the right time? That tells me the Mayor and Ms. Kostelnik are liars. Recall people, it’s going to happen. Let’s put this childish crap behind us, we are all adults, it’s not highschool. Let’s fix the problems our City is having and not waste our money removing someone that works harder than anyone else put together. She tells Mayor Kostelnik that putting chicken wire over the sewers will stop the adult females from getting out and they can’t give birth. It’s a long run solution. There would be trash, yes, but the residents would be responsible for cleaning up the front of their property anyway.

She is out of time and agrees to speak to Mayor Kostelnik after the meeting.

Thomas Fichtenmire, 147 E Overlook Dr, says he represents an America First movement. What he has observed lately is more child play. He is calling out the hypocrisy he has seen the last few weeks. He has always been critical of Ms. Krajnyak over both her actions and the way she has run the Blockwatch page. He voted against her twice. Watching Council attempt to remove an elected official is concerning to him especially when it is being led by an appointed official who previously said she would step down. Why are we also not discussing the member of Council who has been indicted on charges of paying for sex? This is a waste of tax dollars and legislative time. There are far better uses of money in the City. He ends with the situation risks creating a deep legislative divide in this city that will lead to an ineffective government. A house divided cannot stand united. 

Ted Link, 717 Erie Rd., a resident of Eastlake for 65 years, soon to be retired nurse. There was a situation this last winter and he didn’t know who to call. He didn’t know who his council person was. He called Chris and she looked into the situation. 10 min later she knocked on his door. This happened several other times when she was right there when he had questions. She gets things done for him. He doesn’t know what else is going on or what happened with Chris, but talking about spending $300 per hour to have her remove is ridiculous. He jokes that when his grandkids grow up he will tell them to be a lawyer, not a nurse.

Don Dewitt, 3667 Willowick Dr, says it is not normal that we have so many people so often. If you are here for the first time, you’d be scared to see everything is declared an emergency. Can you clarify for people?

Mr. Klammer says this has been practice in most cities for a long time. The reality is that if someone were to file a referendum it would require it to be passed 30 days later. This all happens because things are urgent to the functioning of a City. This just means it is effective the moment it is signed off.

Todd Powalie, 366 Lakehurst, says the whole thing feels wrong. He doesn’t agree with Chris all the time. She needs to take time before she responds to things and maybe cool down. People voted her in and those same people that voted her in will have to pay the bill for the people that want her out. We have so many other issues… rats, flooding basement, etc. We have better ways to spend money. 

Amy, 864, says she is here to talk about the rezoning. She wants to say she is against this as multi-family units. Her understanding is 32 family units which would destroy the privacy of 6 homes. It is in her backyard. She will lose all her privacy. She would understand maybe rezoning to single family.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
Mayor Kostelnik says the sound system has been repaired. The microphones are going directly to the camera as well and should be able to be understood on youtube. The phone systems are done. The website is still being worked on. He wishes to remind everyone Sunday April 19 at 34262 Beachpark Dr. habitat for humanity will be breaking ground on their 100th home in the City of Eastlake. Groundbreaking ceremony that day at 1:00 p.m. He encourages everyone to visit the businesses on Lakeshore that are affected by the construction. This will be a rough year for them and we appreciate them. He will let the directors give their reports because he has been told he has given too much and then they have nothing. 

Chief Kovacic thanks Council for allowing them to do their swearing in tonight. Also, so that is on the record, Fire has two positions available. Applications are available at the police department until the 26./27 this month. Test on the 30th. 

CBO Menn says he hopes everyone enjoys all the yellow flowers out there. Grass notices will be going out soon. 

Service Director Rubertino says we are in full swing for spring and actively cleaning the grounds. Hot asphalt is not available yet. They will be doing permanent repairs as soon as it is open. Please call them if you see one that is very bad and needs handled immediately. Lakeshore is an ODOT job. Please make sure you allow cars to enter and exit the driveways for these businesses. Take that extra moment and leave a little space so people can patronize these businesses. It’s going to be a long process through October. Be courteous of the people trying to patronize these businesses. We are working on catch basin repairs…. 100s of them. We are not going to be able to get them all done this year. There might even be some from years passed. He is exhausted and open for questions.

Mr. Semick asks if we have any temporary do not block drive signs?

Mr. Rubertino says the state wanted to put them out themselves. We requested that we could put signs up until they got theirs up, but they told them they would handle the signage. They only put one sign down. We have them on the other side of the light and people just don’t want to let them in unfortunately. Please adhere to the signs and give these businesses an opportunity to keep their doors open. 

Ms. Krajnyak says she has gotten a lot of complaints about a deep hole by the Vineyards. Who is in control of that area? How do we accomplish getting that filled?

He says it is private property. The owners of Drug Mart’s building are the owners of that driveway. They have reached out to them multiple times and this has happened in the same spot before. We don’t usually invest our money fixing private property and we have requested it and gotten no response. We got the information from Drug Mart. 

Mr. Menn says we have sent notice out. You have to follow the property lines and try to determine whose pot hole it is but they have reached out to them.

Mr. Rubertino says it is a bad pot hole and he has been dealing with them for 4 months now. 

Ms. Krajnyak asks if we can regulate as a City that they need to take care of their property?

Mr. Menn asks what she’s asking about regulating?

She says if there’s a grass or hole issue with her property…

Mr. Menn says we are reaching out to the owners, but unfortunately when you have owners that are not in the City it’s an uphill battle.

Ms. Krajnyak asks if we have sent letters with deadlines?

Mr. Menn says yes. 

Ms. Krajnyak says coming out of Coopers there is a no left turn sign. Is there a reason for that? It seems like it’s taking about 20 seconds for the light. There are only 9-10 cars getting through. The last 2 are always going through the red light. Chief got an officer there yesterday. 

Mayor Kostelnik says he has looked at this himself as well. If you’re sitting in that driveway trying to exit, there’s 2, 3, maybe 4 cars to the east of you that are stopped at the red light so the traffic moving E to W you cannot see. If you were to make a left hand turn to head west you would be pulling in front of the cars coming the other way.

She asks if there is a way to extend the lights beyond the 20? She can tell you it took 22 minutes to get from Fire Station through all those lights just to pick her child up at the school. She knows it needs done.

Mr. Meluch says the initial signalization was looked at and this was the optimum solution. The studies showed that under this solution traffic could back up to Erie during peak hours. Any changes to this would back up the other side more and vice versa and would see back ups as far as 91. One of the other issues is that anyone that goes through the red light now delays the timing for anyone to enter from the other side which is causing further back ups. We need people to follow the signage and signals to optimize this. The peak times are driving the back up. He also says the Lakeshore Bridge project will run through the end of October and the simplest solution for the shortest time frame would have been to shut down traffic but it was not optimum for residents and safety vehicles. 2 years of construction on Vine St. and years on Lakeland, this is very much the same… please be patient and please visit the businesses in that area, they need the help. This is something that needs to be done. The other inconvenience is the equalization basin. There are 7 piles left and should hopefully be done tomorrow. Construction will continue roughly through April/May next year. Forestdrive repaving will be the last step. There will be an inconvenience the next couple weeks. Traffic will be maintained. Back to Lakeshore Bridge, there will be night work. Because of the amount of workers needed and vehicles involved, it will be a night work portion. They will send out notices. That is the only way to avoid fully shutting down the bridge. 

Finance Director Schindel says Auditors have been here and will continue to be here for a while. You may have received correspondence from them. 

Ms. Krajnyak asks the Victim’s Advocates Grant, was it completely used last year?

Schindel says yes, it only covers about 1/3. We spend more than the required amount.

Law Director Klammer says we have heard a lot about the rats and property maintenance. Mr. Menn has mentioned about a housing ticketing system. When we enfoce criminally, we then get a bill back from the court for the fees related to the Court appointed lawyer. It puts the City in an awkward position trying to decide what cases to try to pursue to balance out the equities. There is a program a few cities are using with a ticketing program and internal review but it will take some time. There’s no perfect easy fix for these rats and problems. He says Mr. Gulley has the last version of the rental inspection ordinance in his email. He will mention the issues from Council to Mr. Diemert and will let him know how the vote went today.

Ms. Krajynak says we are not talking about a CANO ordinance right? More civil but a ticketing program? 

Mr. Klammer says we have a criminal program now, but we are talking about a program for the ticketing with an internal process in the city. Can we certify to property taxes then for the fines? He has an email exchange with someone from the auditor about that. 

She says it is essentially what we talked about before which Willowick passed?

Mr. Klammer says he doesn’t think it’s similar but he can’t recall what Willowick passed.

She says for clarification, currently we have 2 appointed Council members and the rest are elected. Your contention last time with the issue of Mr. Spotton being appointed not elected. 

Mr. Klammer says we have had this discussion multiple times. He did not become Mayor because he was appointed, it was because of the succession in the Charter. Our Charter makes clear that elected and appointed Council people have the same status. Mr. Spotton took the position not by appointment, but because the Charter says the Council President becomes Mayor in the situation. 

Ms. Krajnyak asks what part of the Charter answers that question?

Mr. Klammer says Section 11-3. He reads that portion. In fairness to the residents, there was no discussion before that was very different. This is why we are in the same position right now. Every discussion we have had…. Now when there is a room full of people you want to say it is a different case by. My frustration should be evidence to the residents that this is not the first time I have personally experienced that. 

Ms. Krajnyak says in the past he said in regards to Mr. Meyer’s situation, the misconduct needs to be within the current term. 

Mr. Klammer says that he doesn’t know he has ever said that. Mr. Meyer’s issue was very different. 

She is just looking for clarification in the Charter.

He believes that any misconduct is appropriate for an independent party to consider.
